Bip & Sons was awarded the bid.
President Camardelle stated thanked CPRA, Mr. Chip Kline, the Governor, and Jefferson Parish for helping with adding breakwaters in Cheniere Caminada Pass to help with tidal flooding. He stated that he just got back from Washington and had several good meeting lobbying with the federal officials. He also thanked the Senator Connick, Representative Orgeron, Ricky Templet, Marion Edwards, Jefferson Parish President, and Town Officials for helping with the various projects for the recovery of the island. Every day Grand Isle is taking steps toward the recovery and come back.
