President Camardelle called the meeting to order and then led with the Pledge of Allegiance, followed by a prayer.

President Camardelle stated that Jefferson Parish has let out the bid for the eastern end of FiFi Island where the Whisper Wave Project was located. This amended project is rocks extending toward the channel to help contain spoil when dredging and give the local nesting birds more area. The contractor who won the bid should start in July.

The levee board members wants to thank Senator Landrieu, Senator Vitter, Representative Scalise, State Senator Alario, State Representative Gisclair and Jefferson Parish Officials for supporting the levee board projects be helping to seek funding and following up with the Corps of Engineers and helping with insurance issues for coastal parishes. Jefferson Parish Council Member Chris Roberts traveled to Washington DC to lobby to keep the insurance prices down for people who are prone to hurricane tidal waters.
