The Grand Isle Independent Levee District met on Wednesday, August 28, 2024, at 
4:00 p.m. in a regular meeting at the Grand Isle Multiplex Center with the following commissioners:

President Camardelle called the meeting to order and then led with the Pledge of Allegiance, followed by a prayer.

Motion by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Scioneaux and unanimously agreed to approve the minutes of the meeting held on August 14, 2024, as written.

Joe Chauvin from GIS Engineering gave the following report: 1. Waiting on the IGA from CPRA for the back levee alignment. 2. Working with FEMA on the Reach 2 Levee Alignment and the segmented breakwaters.  3. The levee board has two projects, the Bayside Breakwaters PH IV, and the Cheniere Caminada Project, that are permitted and waiting on funding.  4. The pump stations at Landry’s Hole, Cypress and Chighizola have been permitted and are waiting on funding. 5. The Orange Lane Pump Station bids were opened and taken under advisement. The bids were higher than the budget and the additional money needed has been found.

Director Weldon Danos from the Grand Isle Port Commission gave the following report:
The FEMA Pier and Bulkhead Repair Project is 85% complete. Working on expanding Oyster Farm #2. Jefferson Parish approved a $40,000.00 grant to engineer installing a pump on the Commercial Dock.
President Camardelle stated he spoke with Senator Pat Connick and are looking into grants that are available for pumps and other supplies needed during hurricane season. 

He thanked Gordon Dove, CPRA, Governor Landry, Senator Connick, and Representative Orgeron for helping with Capital Outlay and rock breakwaters. He also thanked Jefferson Parish Councilmember Marion Edwards for finding money for the Orange Pump Station. President Camardelle also stated that we are in the middle of hurricane season and everyone should stay alert to the weather.
