MINUTES OF THE GRAND ISLE INDEPENDENT 

LEVEE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS REGULAR MEETING

TUESDAY, JANUARY 8, 2013
11:00 A.M.

The Grand Isle Independent Levee District met on Tuesday, January 8, 2013, at 
11:00 a.m. in a regular meeting at the Grand Isle Multiplex Center with the following commissioners:

Present:  2 Commissioners – David Camardelle and Kelly Besson, Sr. 

Absent: 0 
President Camardelle called the meeting to order and then led with the Pledge of Allegiance, followed by a prayer.

A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Camardelle and unanimously agreed to approve the minutes of the meeting held on November 27, 2012 as read.

A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Camardelle and unanimously agreed to approve for the President to send the Corps of Engineers a letter of intent as a study sponsor of breakwaters on the north side of Cheniere Caminada to protect Louisiana Highway 1 from future erosion due to storm surge and waves.
A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Camardelle and unanimously agreed to approve the expenses for the commissioners and engineer associated with going to Washington DC to lobby with the Louisiana Delegation in the month of March, 2013. President Camardelle stated they will meet with Senator Vitter, Senator Landrieu, and Representative Scalise. The Louisiana Delegation has assisted the levee district whenever the need has arisen such as helping get the money back appropriated for the levee district after years of lobbying for the back levee system on Grand Isle. The levee district has traveled to Washington to get money appropriated for the levee system. Then comes Hurricane Katrina and houses are raised to protect the contents from tidal surges. Then the Corps tells us the benefit ratio has changed due to the people of Grand Isle protecting their homes. President Camardelle stated that he will continue to fight to have the money appropriated again for the levee that is needed to protect homes and businesses from tidal surges. 
President Camardelle stated he met with Senator Alario and Representative concerning the Capital Outlay request submitted by Shaw Coastal on behalf of the levee district. The levee district is requesting levee improvements and armoring of existing levees and more segmented rock breakwaters.

President Camardelle also stated that the Whisper Wave project will be going out to bid in March and will add 900 feet of rocks to the north end of Fifi Island. Jefferson Parish will be bidding this project out working with the levee district.

President Camardelle also wanted to thank Jefferson Parish Officials, the Governor’s Office, CPRA, and Garrett Graves for working with the levee district in a cooperative venture by adding six more segmented rock breakwaters on the north side of Grand Isle. Mr. Camardelle also stated that two or three more segmented rock breakwaters are being bid out to use the additional money from CIAP and will also use the rocks from BP located on the port commission property. 

A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Camardelle and unanimously agreed to approve the expenses associated with operating the levee board.

A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Camardelle and unanimously agreed to approve a renewal contact with Shaw Coastal for engineering for the levee board projects.

A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Camardelle and unanimously agreed to adjourn the meeting at 12:22 p.m.
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
