MINUTES OF THE GRAND ISLE INDEPENDENT 

LEVEE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS REGULAR MEETING

FRIDAY, FEBRUARY 8, 2013

The Grand Isle Independent Levee District met on Friday, February 8, 2013, at 
11:00 a.m. in a regular meeting at the Grand Isle Multiplex Center with the following commissioners:

Present:  3 Commissioners – David Camardelle, Kelly Besson, Sr. and Arthur Bellanger

Absent: 0 
President Camardelle called the meeting to order and then led with the Pledge of Allegiance, followed by a prayer.

A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Bellanger and unanimously agreed to approve the minutes of the meeting held on January 8, 2013 as read.

President Camardelle stated that the damage assessment due to Isaac regarding the breakwaters was completed and sent to FEMA and GOHSEP for consideration. Segmented rock breakwaters are being considered in Cheniere Caminada between Beverly Street to Foster Lane on the north side of Louisiana Highway 1. This area is Bayou Thunder to the Parish Line.  Jefferson Parish will be bidding out the Whisper Wave Project which is a rock breakwater project on the eastern end of Fifi Island. This rock project will also be used to store dredge material. Jefferson Parish is also working on plans for additional rock breakwaters using the rocks stored on the port commission Oak Street property. If the port would like to keep the rocks that were left from the previous segmented rock breakwater project the parish will use other rocks to add more breakwaters. 
President Camardelle stated that Senator Landrieu is working with the Corps on the levee system located on the north side of Grand Isle. The Corps has stated the cost benefit ratio has changed due to elevating houses. The levee district will be going to Washington DC in March to update the Louisiana Delegation on current projects and lobby for dredging, additional breakwaters and restore back levee system.
A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Camardelle and unanimously agreed to approve to add Commissioner Bellanger to the bank signature cards to be able to sign levee board checks.
A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Bellanger and unanimously agreed to approve the expenses associated with operating the levee board.

A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Bellanger and unanimously agreed to adjourn the meeting at 11:30 p.m.
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
