MINUTES OF THE GRAND ISLE INDEPENDENT 

LEVEE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS REGULAR MEETING

FRIDAY, MARCH 14, 2014

The Grand Isle Independent Levee District met on Friday, March 14, 2014, at 
11:00 a.m. in a regular meeting at the Grand Isle Multiplex Center with the following commissioners:

Present:  3 Commissioners – David Camardelle, Kelly Besson, Sr. and Arthur Bellanger  

Absent: 0 
President Camardelle called the meeting to order and then led with the Pledge of Allegiance, followed by a prayer.

A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Bellanger and unanimously agreed to approve the minutes of the meeting held on February 11, 2014.

President Camardelle gave the following report: 1. The Corps of Engineers is moving forward on a segmented rock breakwater project along Highway 1 in Cheniere. 2. The levee board is working with Jefferson Parish on a grant to help protect in Cheniere on Bayou Thunder through a “Living Shoreline Project”. This project is a rock breakwater installed on the eastern end of Fifi Island. 3. Shaw Coastal will be performing the quarterly levee inspections at the end of March.

President Camardelle stated that he is attending the annual meetings for the Mississippi Valley Flood Association in Washington DC at the end of March along with Commissioner Besson, representatives from the town and port commission. The Grand Isle Delegation will attend meetings with Senator Mary Landrieu, Senator David Vitter and Representative Steve Scalise to discuss rock breakwaters, and dredging of Bayou Rigaud. 
President Camardelle thanked Senator Vitter, Senator Landrieu and Representative Scalise for their assistance with the Corps and helping to secure affordable insurance to keep people living in Grand Isle and other coastal communities.

President Camardelle also thanked Governor Jindal, Mr. Garrett Graves, Senator Alario, Representative Gisclair and CPRA for their help with securing property on Elmer’s Island to build a levee to help protect Louisiana Highway 1. The levee board took the necessary steps in October to help the state secure the property needed for this joint project between the levee board, CPRA and Louisiana Wildlife and Fisheries.
A motion was made by Commissioner Bellanger, seconded by Commissioner Besson and unanimously agreed to approve the expenses associated with operating the levee board.

A motion was made by Commissioner Bellanger, seconded by Commissioner Besson and unanimously agreed to adjourn the meeting at 12:20 p.m.
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
