MINUTES OF THE GRAND ISLE INDEPENDENT 

LEVEE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS REGULAR MEETING

THURSDAY, MARCH 21, 2013
11:00 A.M.

The Grand Isle Independent Levee District met on Thursday, March 21, 2013, at 
11:00 a.m. in a regular meeting at the Grand Isle Multiplex Center with the following commissioners:

Present:  3 Commissioners – David Camardelle, Kelly Besson, Sr. and Arthur Bellanger

Absent: 0 
President Camardelle called the meeting to order and then led with the Pledge of Allegiance, followed by a prayer.

A motion was made by Commissioner Bellanger, seconded by Commissioner Besson and unanimously agreed to approve the minutes of the meeting held on February 26, 2013 as read.

President Camardelle stated that the levee district is working with FEMA to reimburse money that was spent to renourish the back levee and Hebert levee due to Hurricane Issac. The levee was in danger from the high tides and needed to be repaired as soon as possible to help save the island from damages.

President Camardelle stated that Jefferson Parish should be advertising for the old Whisper Wave Project. This project has a budget of $2.5 million. Rock Breakwaters will be built on the eastern end of Fifi Island creating an area for dredging spoils to be contained and help to protect the eastern end of Grand Isle from winds and tidal surges.
President Camardelle stated that Jefferson Parish will be advertising for 2 or 3 breakwaters adding to the existing breakwaters from money that was approved but not used. 

President Camardelle stated that Commissioner Besson, Council Member Dixie Santiny, O’Neil Marlbrough, Ambrose Besson, Wayne Keller, Mo Saleh, as well as some business owners and representatives attended meeting with him in Washington D.C. Mr. Camardelle stated that they met with Senator Vitter and Landrieu and Congressman Scalise to update on the status of the levee on the north side of Grand Isle, the continuation of the rocks on the north side, and they discussed dredging of the bar channel and Bayou Rigaud. The spoils from this dredging project can be used on Fifi Island. Having representatives from the town, levee board, port and some businesses owners helped to show that the town and the boards are all in support with the projects.
The commissioners go to Washington DC to help get funding for the projects and meet face to face to update the Louisiana Delegation on current as well as future projects.

President Camardelle stated that a meeting is scheduled with the Governor and DNR in Baton Rouge Friday to update them on the DC trip and talk about funding for the dredging of the bar channel and Bayou Rigaud.

A joint motion was made by the Commissioners of the levee district to introduce the following resolution:

A motion was made by Commissioner Bellanger, seconded by Commissioner Besson and unanimously agreed to take money out of the checking account and make Certificates of Deposit in case we will need this money for future projects or to use for the mitigation bank with the state.
A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Bellanger and unanimously agreed to adjourn the meeting at 11:35 p.m.
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
