MINUTES OF THE GRAND ISLE INDEPENDENT 

LEVEE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS REGULAR MEETING

The Grand Isle Independent Levee District met on Friday, April 13, 2012, at 
11:00 a.m. in a regular meeting at the Grand Isle Community Center with the following commissioners:

Present:  3 Commissioners – Bobby Santini, David Camardelle and Kelly Besson, Sr. 

Absent: 0 
President Camardelle called the meeting to order and then led with the Pledge of Allegiance, followed by a prayer from Commissioner Santini.

A motion was made by Commissioner Santini, seconded by Commissioner Besson and unanimously agreed to approve the minutes of the meeting held on March 1, 2012 as read.

President Camardelle reported that the breakwaters for the Bayside Segmented Breakwaters bids were open with the following bids: Luhr Brothers $1,710,000.00, Advanced Quality Construction $1,804,738.00, Bertucci Contracting $2,469,323.00, Integrated Pro Services $2,507,867.73, Couvillion Group $2,844,069.80, Phylway Construction $3,082,064.00 and Choctaw Transportation Co $4,375,041.00. The bids are under review and the engineers will give their recommendation to Jefferson Parish so they can award the bid.

President Camardelle reported that the Corps of Engineers sent a letter for the levee board to pay for a mitigation bank in St. Tammany Parish. The board has agreed to use a mitigation bank but would like one closer to Grand Isle to help with coastal erosion taking place in and around Grand Isle. Shaw Coastal is instructed to answer the Corps of Engineers and state the levee board request.
President Camardelle also trying to set up a meeting with the Colonel from the Corps or Engineers because now they are stating that Grand Isle is not within the BC ratio to spend the necessary money to build the levee on the north side of Grand Isle. President Camardelle stated he is fighting for this levee. 
President Camardelle also stated that he is monitoring the Capital Outlay with the state. He is keeping in close contact with Senator Alario and Representative Gisclair concerning any new bills or legislation that could affect Grand Isle.

A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Santini and unanimously agreed to approve the expenses associated with operating the levee board.
