MINUTES OF THE GRAND ISLE INDEPENDENT 

LEVEE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS REGULAR MEETING

TUESDAY, APRIL 29, 2014
10:00 A.M.

The Grand Isle Independent Levee District met on Tuesday, April 29, 2014, at 
11:00 a.m. in a regular meeting at the Grand Isle Multiplex Center with the following commissioners:

Present:  3 Commissioners – David Camardelle, Kelly Besson, Sr. and Arthur Bellanger  

Absent: 0 
President Camardelle called the meeting to order and then led with the Pledge of Allegiance, followed by a prayer.

A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Bellanger and unanimously agreed to approve the minutes of the meeting held on April 8, 2014.

A joint motion was made by the commissioners of the levee board to authorize Commissioner Bellanger to work with Mr. Hernandez, the Town of Grand Isle Street Supervisor, to look at the trees on top of the levee on the north side of Grand Isle. They will see how many trees need to be taken down and new trees planted in other areas.

Dusty Malbrough from CB&I gave the following report: 1. Will be attending a meeting with the Corps of Engineers to get an update on a segmented rock breakwater project along Highway 1 in Cheniere. This rock project will add needed protection for Louisiana Highway 1. 2. Waiting on word back from Jefferson Parish on the living shoreline Project was submitted for grant money to help protect Bayou Thunder. 3. Waiting on the Corps for an answer to mitigation for the Hebert Street Levee. The Corps wants the levee district to place money in a mitigation bank that is in another parish. The Corps also wants the levee board to install flood gates in the levee to let the tide flow in and out. 4. CB&I are working on the additional breakwaters drawings and speck should be complete by the end of this week. Bids should be going out this summer.
President Camardelle thanked CPRA, Senator Alario, and Representative Gisclair for their assistance with the levee board projects. President Camardelle also thanked Senator Landrieu, Senator Vitter and Representative Scalise with working closely with the Corps on the levee board’s behalf. Grand Isle has friends in our elected officials and progress is being made with one rock at a time. Grand Isle is unique because first we need rock breakwaters and then we need levees built to help save Grand Isle and each elected official from Jefferson Parish, State Officials and Agencies to U.S. Senators and Representatives realize the importance of Grand Isle in the need to save our coast and other issues facing Grand Isle.

President Camardelle also thanked Governor Jindal, Mr. Garrett Graves, Senator Alario, Representative Gisclair, CPRA and Jefferson Parish for their help with fighting coastal erosion and supporting the projects for the levee district, port, and town.

A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Bellanger and unanimously agreed to approve the expenses associated with operating the levee board.

A joint motion was made by the commissioners of the levee district authorizing the President to execute an Intergovernmental Agency Agreement with the State of Louisiana CPRA on behalf of the GIILD in order to receive the reimbursement of funds for the Fifi Island Rock and Restoration Project.

A joint motion was made by the commissioners of the levee district authorizing the President to negotiate and execute a Professional Services Contract with CB&I Coastal, Inc. for the planning, engineering and design of the FiFi Island Rock and Restoration Project. The President is also authorized to issue a notice to proceed with CB&I Coastal, Inc. after the contract is complete.
A motion was made by Commissioner Bellanger, seconded by Commissioner Besson and unanimously agreed to adjourn the meeting at 10:56 a.m.
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
