The Grand Isle Independent Levee District met on Monday, June 30, 2014, at 
11:00 a.m. in a regular meeting at the Grand Isle Multiplex Center with the following commissioners:

President Camardelle called the meeting to order and then led with the Pledge of Allegiance, followed by a prayer.

Mr. Dustin Malbrough from CB&I Coastal gave the following report: 1. The Corps is doing a feasibility study for proposed breakwaters along Louisiana Highway1. 2. Jefferson Parish is moving forward on the Living Shoreline Project which will help protect Grand Isle in the Bayou Thunder Area. Final design of this project should be done by June 2015. 3. The original breakwater project will be modified to include one more breakwater located next to the new bridge and Wake Side Marina. Soil borings will be done along with additional breakwaters that are currently in the design phase.

President Camardelle thanked Senator Landrieu, Senator Vitter and Representative Scalise for helping the levee district with the Corps of Engineers to help protect Louisiana Highway 1 from further erosion issues. He also thanked Senator Alario, Representative Gisclair, Governor Jindal, CPRA staff for working to continue our segmented rock breakwaters.  Mr. Camardelle thanked Jefferson Parish Officials for bidding out three more segmented rock breakwaters. This bid should be awarded in July 2014.

A motion was made by Commissioner Bellanger, seconded by Commissioner Besson and unanimously agreed to appoint the New Orleans Advocate as the official journal.
