The Grand Isle Independent Levee District met on Tuesday, July 24, 2012, at 
11:00 a.m. in a regular meeting at the Grand Isle Community Center with the following commissioners:

President Camardelle called the meeting to order and then led with the Pledge of Allegiance, followed by a prayer.

A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Camardelle and unanimously agreed to approve the minutes of the meeting held on June 15, 2012 as read.

A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Camardelle and unanimously agreed to approve to pay one half of the invoice to rent an excavator to clean the ditches helping to build up the levees along side of the ditches. The town has an employee cleaning the drainage ditches around the island to help drain the water in the ditches. The Town of Grand Isle is also paying one half of the excavator invoice.
President Camardelle stated that the rocks are being placed for the continuation of the Bayside Segmented Breakwaters. The rocks are starting at Rosethorne Lane coming east. Six breakwaters were initially put out to bid but more are expected to be built. This job is using the rocks that were donated from BP as the base for the segmented rock breakwaters helping to build more rock segments.

President Camardelle stated that the levee board will be going to Washington DC to go speak to the Corps of Engineers in DC and the White House concerning the back levee or the levee on the north side of Grand Isle. After years of lobbying and finally getting the approval for the funding the Corps now states Grand Isle does not quality due to the lifting of houses on Grand Isle.

President Camardelle also stated that the Engineers completed the quarterly inspection of the breakwaters required by the state. This inspection helps to track settlement and other actions caused by water and weather conditions.

A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Camardelle and unanimously agreed to approve the expenses associated with operating the levee board.
A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Camardelle and unanimously agreed to adjourn the meeting at 11:38 a.m.
