MINUTES OF THE GRAND ISLE INDEPENDENT 

LEVEE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS REGULAR MEETING

MONDAY, JULY 25, 2011
11:00 A.M.

The Grand Isle Independent Levee District met on Monday, July 25, 2011, at 
11:00 a.m. in a regular meeting at the Grand Isle Community Center with the following commissioners:

Present:  3 Commissioners – Bobby Santini, David Camardelle and Kelly Besson, Sr. 

Absent: 0 
President Camardelle called the meeting to order and then led with the Pledge of Allegiance, followed by a prayer from Commissioner Santini.

A motion was made by Commissioner Santini, seconded by Commissioner Besson and unanimously agreed to approve the minutes of the meeting held on June 28, 2011 as read.

President Camardelle stated that the Corps of Engineers came to Grand Isle to discuss the update on the new levee system on the north side of Grand Isle. Mr. Camardelle stated that he requested a time frame for this project. The COE stated that the project is on track and construction should start after the first of the year. Mr. Camardelle also stated that he will be meeting monthly with the COE to check on the progress of the new levee system.  The levee board has the permits for the COE to proceed with this project.

President Camardelle also stated that MMS in Washington DC is still holding up with continuing the segmented rock breakwaters located on the north side of Grand Isle. Mr. Camardelle said 3.5 million dollars will complete around 11 breakwaters since we have some of the rocks needed for the breakwaters.  A total of 22 breakwaters would complete the north side and Mr. Camardelle will continue to lobby for more funding to help in the battle saving Grand Isle.  Mr. Camardelle also stated that if anyone notices problems in any levees to please contact any commissioner or call him to report the damage.

President Camardelle also stated that he attended the Association of Levee Board Meeting Friday in Baton Rouge and discussed the high water problems throughout the state.   The Mississippi Valley Flood Association is going to DC in September and the commissioners will be attending the annual meetings and scheduling meeting with our Louisiana delegation. Mr. Camardelle will also check on the status of our project with MMS in Washington. 

The levee board engineers are surveying Bayou Thunder in Cheniere Caminada to install more segmented rock breakwaters to help save Louisiana Highway 1. The levee district is working closely with the Corps of Engineers to install more breakwaters.

President Camardelle also stated that Caminada Pass is too wide and he is working on closing another gap on Elmer’s Island using the cement from the Grand Isle Bridge.
