MINUTES OF THE GRAND ISLE INDEPENDENT 

LEVEE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS REGULAR MEETING

MONDAY, AUGUST 26, 2013
9:00 A.M.

The Grand Isle Independent Levee District met on Monday, August 26, 2013, at 
9:00 a.m. in a regular meeting at the Grand Isle Multiplex Center with the following commissioners:

Present:  2 Commissioners – David Camardelle and Kelly Besson, Sr.  

Absent: 1 Commissioner – Arthur Bellanger 
President Camardelle called the meeting to order and then led with the Pledge of Allegiance, followed by a prayer.

A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Camardelle and unanimously agreed to approve the minutes of the meeting held on August 13, 2013 as read.

President Camardelle stated that the levee board and CB& I, formerly Shaw Coastal, is working with Jefferson Parish to continue the segmented rock breakwaters on the north side of Grand Isle. The levee board is also working with the state and federal agencies on funding to complete the breakwaters. These breakwaters are needed to help with tidal conditions due to severe weather.
The levee board is also working with FEMA to help maintain the levees back to pre-storm heights and widths, renourish levees and to remove debris off of the breakwaters.
The old “Whisper Wave” Project which is now a rock breakwater located on the eastern end of Fifi Island is almost complete. Jefferson Parish awarded the project to Pine Bluff Construction Company. This breakwater project will be complete before September 1, 2013. The construction company had no severe weather issues to hinder the construction progress. This 1000 feet rock project can be viewed from any land on the eastern end of the island.
The levee board is waiting on the US Army Corps of Engineers in response to the Hebert Levee. The levee board renourished an existing levee and the Corps would like the levee board to pay mitigation for working on the levee and to add flood gates to the Hebert Street levee system.

A discussion was held on renewing the property tax millage for the Grand Isle Independent Levee District. The renewal millage would be 4.66 mills. The following resolution will be considered for adoption on September 30, 2013 at 9:00 a.m. at the Grand Isle Multiplex Building:
