MINUTES OF THE GRAND ISLE INDEPENDENT 

LEVEE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS REGULAR MEETING

The Grand Isle Independent Levee District met on Tuesday, September 10, 2013, at 
11:00 a.m. in a regular meeting at the Grand Isle Multiplex Center with the following commissioners:

President Camardelle called the meeting to order and then led with the Pledge of Allegiance, followed by a prayer.

A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Bellanger and unanimously agreed to approve the minutes of the meeting held on August 26, 2013 as read.

President Camardelle stated that he met with the engineers to work on the design for adding rock breakwaters on the south side of Fifi Island. This breakwater will help contain any dredging from Bayou Rigaud. This project will help break the wave action from tidal conditions.

President Camardelle also stated that the Annual Breakfast meeting with the Lower Mississippi Valley Flood Control Association is being held in Washington D.C. this week. Mr. Camardelle stated the levee board felt now is not the time to go ask for money for more levees with all the unrest in the world today. The board will go to Washington at a later date to meet with the Louisiana Delegation to help control with the levee board projects.
President Camardelle stated that the board took a boat ride Friday, September 6, 2013 and inspected the old “Whisper Wave” Project which is now a rock breakwater located on the eastern end of Fifi Island. Jefferson Parish is working with the levee board on this project. Pine Bluff Construction Company has completed the 1000 foot breakwater. 

President Camardelle thanked the town officials, Port Commissioners and Jefferson Parish Officials for all the help and support for our rock breakwaters and working closely with the levee district. Mr. Camardelle also thanked the town employees for helping with maintaining the levees.
A discussion was held on renewing the property tax millage for the Grand Isle Independent Levee District. This renewal millage would be 4.66 mills. The following resolution will be considered for adoption on September 30, 2013 at 9:00 a.m. at the Grand Isle Multiplex Building:
