MINUTES OF THE GRAND ISLE INDEPENDENT 

LEVEE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS REGULAR MEETING

TUESDAY, SEPTEMBER 18, 2012
11:00 A.M.

The Grand Isle Independent Levee District met on Tuesday, September 18, 2012, at 
11:00 a.m. in a regular meeting at the Grand Isle Community Center with the following commissioners:

Present:  2 Commissioners – David Camardelle and Kelly Besson, Sr. 

Absent: 0 
President Camardelle called the meeting to order and then led with the Pledge of Allegiance, followed by a prayer.

A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Camardelle and unanimously agreed to approve the minutes of the meeting held on August 27, 2012 as read.

A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Camardelle and unanimously agreed to approve the expenses associated with operating the levee board.

President Camardelle spoke with the levee board engineer and stated that we are still working with the Corps concerning mitigation for the Hebert Street Levee System. The Corps has approved using DNR trust fund for the mitigation in the amount of $33,000.00. President Camardelle stated that he will set up a meeting with DNR concerning their mitigation bank.

President Camardelle also stated that some rocks were left on the port commissioner property on Oak Street and needs to be moved. The rock breakwater construction is complete and money is still available to add more breakwaters.  The CIAP accepted plans and Jefferson Parish will go out to bid on the old Whisper Wave Project at their October meeting and the project will add more rocks going wider and farther in the pass closing the northern end of Fifi Island to help store dredge material.
President Camardelle stated that the levee board commissioners went to Washington DC to lobby with the Corps of Engineers and the Louisiana Delegation on the levee on the north side of Grand Isle. The Corps of Engineers approved this project due to many years of lobbying and after Hurricane Katrina de-obligated the funds for this project. The commissioners met with Senator Landrieu, Senator Vitter, Representative Landry, Representative Scalise and Senator Boxer’s staff to lobby for the levee that is needed to help protect Grand Isle from tidal conditions and wind driven water.
President Camardelle also stated that while he was in Washington DC he lobbied to have the channel dredged and to use the spoils on Fifi Island to help further protect Grand Isle from the north winds and also aide the working vessels that need more water depth to do business in Grand Isle.

A joint motion was made by the commissioners to introduce the following resolution:
