The Grand Isle Independent Levee District met on Monday, September 30, 2013, at 
9:00 a.m. in a regular meeting at the Grand Isle Multiplex Center with the following commissioners:

President Camardelle called the meeting to order and then led with the Pledge of Allegiance, followed by a prayer.

A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Bellanger and unanimously agreed to approve the minutes of the meeting held on September 10, 2013 as read.

President Camardelle stated that he is working with the state on the continuation of the segmented rock breakwaters on the north side of Grand Isle and adding more rocks around FiFi Island that will help hold the dredge material from Bayou Rigaud. The levee board will be going to DC to help lobby with the port commission on the dredging of Bayou Rigaud.

President Camardelle thanked Senator Vitter, Senator Landrieu, Representative Scalise, Senator Alario, Representative Gisclair and the Governor’s Office for the continuation of support for the rocks, levees and other projects vital to Grand Isle.

A joint motion was made by the levee board commissioners to introduce the following property tax millage for the Grand Isle Independent Levee District. This renewal millage would be 4.66 mills.

     BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Assessor of the Parish of Jefferson, State of Louisiana, be and they are hereby empowered, authorized, and directed to spread said taxes, as hereinabove set forth, upon the assessment roll of said Parish for the year 2013, and to make the collection of the taxes imposed for and on behalf of the taxing authority, according to law, and that the taxes herein levied shall become a permanent lien and privilege on all property subject to taxation as herein set forth, and collection thereof shall be enforceable in the manner provided by law.

          This resolution was offered jointly by the Commissioners of the Grand Isle Independent Levee District.  The foregoing resolution was read in full, the roll was called on the adoption thereof, and the resolution was adopted by the following votes:
