MINUTES OF THE GRAND ISLE INDEPENDENT 

LEVEE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS REGULAR MEETING

The Grand Isle Independent Levee District met on Monday, December 9, 2013, at 
11:00 a.m. in a regular meeting at the Grand Isle Multiplex Center with the following commissioners:

Present:  3 Commissioners – David Camardelle, Kelly Besson, Sr. and Arthur Bellanger  

Absent: 0 
President Camardelle called the meeting to order and then led with the Pledge of Allegiance, followed by a prayer.

A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Bellanger and unanimously agreed to approve the minutes of the meeting held on November 7, 2013 as read.

Joint motion by the commissioners to approve hiring Shaw Coastal, Inc., a CB&I Company (SCI) Engineering Firm to provide Professional Services for the Breakwater Protection Project on the bayside of Grand Isle. This motion also authorizes the president to sign any and all paperwork necessary in order to proceed with this project with the consent of Facility and Planning using Capital Outlay funding.  
President Camardelle stated that Shaw Coastal will be designing a segmented breakwater by Caminada Bridge. The local business owners stated that a ground swell forms and needs to be addressed. 
President Camardelle stated that the permit for the overall master plan for the Fifi Island Restoration Project will be submitted this week. The plans were submitted to Jefferson Parish for review.

President Camardelle thanked Senator Alario, Representative Gisclair, Senator Landrieu, Senator Vitter, Representative Scalise, Councilman Roberts, and Jefferson Parish President Young for helping with the fight against flood insurance for coastal communities.

President Camardelle stated that Commissioner Besson and Commissioner Camardelle attended the Annual Levee Board Meeting in New Orleans earlier in the month. The levee board meets and holds discussions concerning technical and legal issues and ideas to help with levees and legislation in reference to levee boards. State, federal and the Corps of Engineers are hosting some meetings to help the levee boards.

President Camardelle stated that he attended a meeting the New Orleans Branch of the US Army Corps of Engineers concerning dredging Barataria Rigaud from the turning buoy coming into Bayou Rigaud. Mr. Andy Galliano, Wayne Keller and Mo Saleh represented the Grand Isle Port Commission concerning the dredging. This project is a joint project between the town, levee board and port. The dredge material will be used to build up Fifi Island when feasible. The COE stated they can support the dredging but at this time they have no money in their budget for the dredging.

President Camardelle stated that the commissioner of the levee district will be going to Washington March 2014 for the annual meetings to seek funding for projects.

A motion was made by Commissioner Bellanger, seconded by Commissioner Besson and unanimously agreed to approve the expenses associated with operating the levee board.

A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Bellanger and unanimously agreed to purchase badges for the levee board commissioners.
A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Bellanger and unanimously agreed to adjourn the meeting at 11:44 a.m.
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
