
Committee Meeting


January 23, 2013 
The Committee Meeting of the Lafourche Basin Levee District met at the official domicile of the Board in Vacherie, Louisiana and was called to order by its chairman Robert LeBlanc at 6:00 p.m.
The following Commissioners were in attendance:, Warner Sylvain, Michael McKinney, Sr., Vice-President Leonce Carmouche, Robert LeBlanc, Russell Loupe, Wayne Waguespack, Marlin Rogers, John Boughton, Jr., and Randy Trosclair, Executive Director were present. Stanley Folse, William Sirmon, Jr., Russell Loupe, Clinton Rouyea, and Attorney Larry Buquoi were absent.
There were no audience comments on the agenda items.

In the absence of Personnel Committee Chairman Russell Loupe, Commissioner Waguespack presented his report which was that Randy is requesting two items be placed on the February 6, 2013 Regular Board meeting:
(a) Request authorization to have the annual employee physicals performed with Dr. Ory starting in March 2013

(b) Request authorization to purchase safety shoes for employees with the shoe mobile. $120.00 per employee was allowed last year. I would like to increase this to $140.00 this year.  Randy would also like to exempt the office staff from the shoe mobile, because they do not have to wear safety shoes.  Randy would like to allow the office staff to purchase shoes where they want and allow them to get reimbursed up to the same amount as the maintenance employees.  There were no objections.

The Equipment Committee report was presented by Chairman Leonce Carmouche.  He said all of the districts equipment was operational except for our 1999 Tractor-Low-Boy Unit.  The truck was sent to Timmons International to trouble shoot problems in the transmission.  It was suggested that we may want to consider the cost of a replacement transmission.


In the absence of Safety Committee Chairman Stanley Folse, Commissioner John Boughton presented the Safety Committee report.  He reported that there were no lost time accidents to report on.  The last safety meeting was held on January 17, 2013 and it began at 6:00 a.m.  Two films from the National Safety Council were shown and discussed.  They were, Avoiding Slips, Trips, and Falls, and Forklift Operations.  He further said that the next safety meeting was scheduled for February 18, 2013 at 6:00 a.m.


Randy discussed some details regarding the annual spring meeting in Washington D.C. He further requested that any Commissioner who wanted to attend let him know by close of business hours on Thursday January 24, 2013 and no later than Monday the 28th.


Oneil Malbrough with Shaw Coastal updated the members on the Lafourche Basin Levee District Hurricane Project.  He told the Board based on a meeting he and Randy attended last week with the CPRA, that he would have to modify the task in his contract with the Board.  He stated the CPRA wanted Lafourche Basin Levee District to do cost analysis on different polders of protection vs. the cost of the Boards adopted alignment which crosses over the entire Barataria Basin from St. Charles to Lafourche Parish.  

It was the consensus of all the members present that they would allow Shaw to modify their contract for the same money as the previous contract, and that this would be ratified at the next Regular Board meeting.  No objections

Since there were no additional committee matters to discuss, Commissioner Waguespack moved to adjourn and was seconded by Commissioner Joseph Dantin.
