
Committee Meeting


July 25, 2012 
The Committee Meeting of the Lafourche Basin Levee District met at the official domicile of the Board in Vacherie, Louisiana and was called to order by its Chairman Robert LeBlanc at 6:00 pm.
The following Commissioners were in attendance: Stanley Folse, Robert LeBlanc, Warner Sylvain, John Boughton, Wayne Waguespack. Vice-President, Leonce Carmouche, President Joseph Dantin, William Sirmon, Jr. Russell Loupe and Michael McKinney, Sr. were absent. Randy Trosclair, Executive Director was present. Larry Buquoi and External Accountant Clinton Rouyea were absent.
There were no audience comments on agenda items.

Randy presented and discussed three items regarding the Donaldsonville to the Gulf Project.  First, was the termination letter signed by Colonel Edward Fleming, then the letter report dated June 2012, and finally the IEPR report performed by the company Batelle who was contracted by the Corps.  After further discussion, Commissioner William Sirmon, Jr. suggested that Randy go and meet with Garrett Graves with the CPRA to see what type of projects the State will consider, and after that go and meet with St. Charles Parish President and Lafourche Basin Levee District President to discuss ideas for another project.
Commissioner Stanley Folse presented the Safety Report. He said since the last meeting there were no lost time accidents to report to the Board.  He further stated that the next safety meeting would be held August 14, 2012

Commissioner Leonce Carmouche present the Equipment Committee Report. He said all of the district equipment is presently operational.  He also said that the new fork lift and 6430 JD 4-wheel drive tractor still did not get delivered yet.

Also, presented to the members was a copy of the audit report for the year ended December 31, 2011 and a corrected copy of the July 11, 2012 Regular Board meeting minutes.  Chairman LeBlanc said that is there are anymore corrections to contact Randy.  Additionally, on behalf of the Board he wanted to thank the entire staff for a job well done on the 2011 audit.
