
Committee Meeting


October 17, 2012 
The Committee Meeting of the Lafourche Basin Levee District met at the official domicile of the Board in Vacherie, Louisiana and was called to order by its chairman Robert LeBlanc at 6:00 p.m.
The following Commissioners were in attendance: Stanley Folse, Michael McKinney, Sr., Marlin Rogers, Robert LeBlanc, Wayne Waguespack, Vice-President Leonce Carmouche, President Joseph Dantin and John Boughton were present. Warner Sylvain, William Sirmon, Jr., Russell Loupe, Attorney Larry Buquoi, Clinton Royeau and Randy Trosclair, Executive Director were absent.
There were no audience comments on the agenda items.

The Safety Report was presented by Commissioner Stanley Folse, he said since the last safety report was given that we had no lost time accidents to report on.  The last safety meeting was held on October 15, 2012 at 6:00 a.m. Three films from the National Safety Council were shown and discussed.  He said the next safety meeting is scheduled for November 15, 2012 at 6:00 a.m.

The Equipment Report was presented by Commissioner Leonce Carmouche.  He reported that all of the districts light and heavy duty equipment is presently operational with the exception of Unit #992 a 2006 6420 John Deere Tractor.  It is being trouble shooted at John Deere in Donaldsonville with fuel injection problems.  If all goes well, we should get the tractor back in 2-3 days.

The Off-Levee Project report was presented by Ivy Chauvin. He said that the Pier II & Pier 90 drainage canals projects has begun in St. Charles Parish and so far all is going well.  We plan to start the St. James Parish landfill canal project around October 29, 2012.


Since there were no additional financial matters to discuss, Commissioner John Boughton moved to adjourn and was seconded by Commissioner Wayne Waguespack.
