The Committee Meeting of the Lafourche Basin Levee District met at the official domicile of the Board in Vacherie, Louisiana and was called to order by its President Michael McKinney, Sr. at 6:00 p.m.
The following Commissioners were in attendance:, Stanley Folse, President Michael McKinney, Sr., Leonce Carmouche, Whitney Jasmin, Jr., Vice-President Marlin Rogers, James Jasmin, Russell Loupe, Eric Matherne, Randy Trosclair, Executive Director, Ivy Chauvin, Assistant Executive Director, Wayne Waguespack were present. Joseph Dantin, Robert LeBlanc and Attorney Larry Buquoi was absent
There were no audience comments on the agenda items.

Mr. Dennis Hymel with T. Baker Smith LLC addressed the members regarding the Vacherie Area Drainage Study Improvements. Mr. Waguespack asked what will St. James Parish want from the Levee District? He said they will probably want to use some of the District’s equipment and personnel to dig out some of the drainage canals, once the parish obtains a permit to do so. Mr. Carmouche asked Mr. Hymel the status of the Bayou Verret and Napoleon Canal studies which started before this one. He replied that the study is still ongoing. There were no questions.

Randy informed the Commissioners that their per diems were
now $105.00 per meeting as per act #423 of the 2015 legislative

session. The rate shall remain this way until October 2016.

The Equipment Committee report was present by Commissioner

 Leonce Carmouche. He reported that we had three pieces of

 equipment that is presently broken-down. Our 320 cat excavator

 has a bent cylinder rod, a John Deere tractor has the clutch

 pack being replaced on it, and our Challenger tractor has

 starting having problems and is being trouble shooted. Randy has

 requested permission to place on the agenda for the November 4,

 2015 regular meeting authorization to purchase one new 2015 John

 Deere XUV on state contract with John Deere Company. The cost

 would be $17,508.25. There were no objections, and this

 completed the equipment chairman’s report.

He reported that we had one lost time accident

 to report on Jacolby Octave was climbing out of a tractor, his

 foot slipped off the step and fell and hurt his ankle. He is

 presently on workman compensation and is being treated by two

 doctors, Dr. Elias and Dr. Ory.
