
Finance Meeting


April 10, 2013 
The Finance Meeting of the Lafourche Basin Levee District met at the official domicile of the Board in Vacherie, Louisiana and was called to order by its chairman Robert LeBlanc at 6:00 p.m.
The following Commissioners were in attendance: President, Joseph Dantin, John Boughton, Stanley Folse, Warner Sylvain, Marline Rogers, Michael McKinney, Sr., Robert LeBlanc, Wayne Waguespack, Vice-President Leonce Carmouche, William Sirmon, Jr., Russell Loupe, Randy Trosclair, Executive Director, External Accountant Clinton Rouyea were present. Attorney Larry Buquoi was absent.
There were no audience comments on the agenda items.

Clinton Rouyea presented the cash status report for the period ending March 31, 2013, and further presented the report on the transfers to St. Charles Parish Government (R.S. 38:334. There were no questions.

An update on the employee’s share of contributions to the 457B retirement plan was presented.  Randy indicated that the Board presently pays 15% of the contributions to the plan.  A breakdown of what it would cost the Board to contribute the following percentages 19%, 23%, 25% and 29.1% was presented and discussed. Mr. Carmouche stated that he would really like to help the employees with more contributions due to the fact that for two years they received no cost of living increase in the amount of 8%.  Mr. Sirmon asked Mr. Royeau if the Board could afford to do this and how much.  He said for sure not 29.1%, but he would have to research this further.  Mr. Carmouche said no less than 20% and for Randy to place this on the May Regular Board meeting agenda for formal consideration.  All members agreed to place it on the next agenda.

A copy of the Corps of Engineers levee inspection report for inspection dated October 24, 2012 was presented and discussed.  Randy said the maintenance employees are to be commended for a job well-done.

A copy of the minutes of the April 3, 2013, Regular Board meeting was presented. Mr. LeBlanc said to let Randy know if there are any questions or deletions or additions.

A copy of the A.O.L.B.O.L. workshop program was presented.  Due to the workshop following on the same dates as the Regular Board meeting in May, it was recommended that all meetings in May be dropped down 1 week to May 8th, 15th, and 22nd. There were no objections.
An invitation to the 11th Annual Coastal Mayors Conference was presented.  It was agreed that Randy would place this on the agenda for the next Regular meeting.
The commissioners all signed the finance master sheet which approves all of the monthly bills for the month.


Since there were no other financial matters to discuss, Commissioner Folse moved to adjourn and was seconded by Commissioner Loupe.  Meeting adjourned.
