
Finance Meeting

Randy presented the cash status report for the period ending June 30, 2015. There were no questions.


Randy Trosclair & Oneil Malbrough, a consultant engineer presented an update on the Lafourche Basin Levee District Hurricane Project. It was reported that St. Charles Parish has decided to finance a new start study with USACE at a cost share of $1.5 million dollars. The study will last no longer than 3 years. The parishes of Lafourche, St. James, Assumption, Ascension, and St. John the Baptist have all submitted letters of support towards this effort. The Commissioners requested that Randy send an email to Chip Kline at CPRA and all 6 parish Presidents that our Board would also support the new 3 year start study and have the resolution ratified at our next regular board meeting. There were no objections.
