BE IT RESOLVED, that the Board approves the proposal for direct deposit for Lafourche Basin Levee District employees and Commissioners with First American Bank, be granted.

Mr. Glenn LeDet with CB&I, Mark Robert with BKI and Randy Trosclair gave an update on the Lafourche Basin Levee District Hurricane Protection Project.

Randy Trosclair address the Board regarding a request from the CPRA for the Lafourche Basin Levee District to pay a share of the cost of the rainfall component (model) for the Lafourche Basin Levee District Hurricane Project. The total cost of the model is $260,000, and they are requesting that the Lafourche Basin Levee District pay a portion of up to $35,000 of that total amount. The model will be performed by the Water Institute and Arcadis and Rand.

On motion of Commissioner Dantin, seconded by Commissioner Boughton, the following resolution was proposed and unanimously adopted.

BE IT RESOLVED, that the Board of Commissioner approved the requested amount of $35,000 from CPRA for the cost sharing of the rainfall component (model).
