The Board of Commissioners of the Red River Levee & Drainage District met this day in regular session with the following Commissioners present:
Milton Forrest, Robert Burleson, Marlan Anderson, Daniel Cason, and William Waltman.
Ms. Rhonda Foster attended the meeting as a guest representing the State of Louisiana Department of Transportation.
Mr. Marlan Anderson made a motion seconded by Mr. William Waltman that the following permit is approved:

The permit application dated February 29, 2012 from Providence Engineering and Environmental Group, LLC on behalf of LA DOTD and is to construct a roadway and

Install 3-36” RCP at two locations across Bull Bayou and one across Flat Bayou; and install 2-7’ x6’ RC Box across Shell Bayou in Red River Parish, LA., Sections 19, 20, 21, 22, 29, & 30, T12N, R10W.  This is project US 371 (DeSoto Parish Line – LA 1/US 84).

This permit request is approved.  LA DOTD has issued a letter of “No Objection” for this application.

The motion passed unanimously.

A letter was presented from the Mississippi Valley Flood Control Association that the 79th Annual Spring Meeting was March 5-7, 2012.

Ms. Rhonda Foster told the board that Doug Taylor & Chris Higgins are coming to do an inspection March 19, 2012 on the levee.

The work on the flood gate at Lake End that would have started on March 12, 2012 had to be put on hold until things dry up some.  Also, before the Corp of Engineers will sign off on this job, we will have to run a camera through the pipe after everything is finished.
Ms. Foster reported that the State will have a survey party see where the end of the levee stops south of Coushatta Highway 480, Bayou Nicholas levee.  The manhole is probable made out of brick so there is no salvaging.  We need to find out what material the manhole is made of and decide what to do from this point.

The minutes were approved for the previous meeting.
The current bills were presented and the Secretary was authorized to pay.
There being no further business to come before the Board on proper motion duly seconded, the meeting was adjourned.  The next regular meeting of the Board of Commissioners of the Red River Levee & Drainage District will be held on April 10, 2012 at 4:30 P.M. 620 Rush Street, Coushatta, Louisiana.
