Finance, Administration, Legal and Public Information Committee Meeting
Tuesday, April 9, 2019

The Finance, Administration, Legal and Public Information (FALPI) Committee of the SLFPA-W
met on Tuesday, April 9, 2019, with the following members present: Mr. Gaddy, chairman, Mr.

Mr. Gaddy called the meeting to order in the Commissioners’ meeting room at the SLFPA-W

It was moved by Mr. Gauthé and seconded by Mr. Burke to approve the agenda as presented.
There were no public comments.

It was moved by Mr. Gauthé and seconded by Mr. Burke to approve the minutes from the
previous meeting dated March 22, 2019.

It was moved by Mr. Gauthé and seconded by Mr. Burke to enter executive session. The
Committee entered executive session at approximately 3:32 P.M. Mr. Pickering provided an
update on two cases:

It was moved by Mr. Gauthé, seconded by Mr. Burke and unanimously approved
by the Committee to recommend amending the JBM Technologies, L.L.C. contract by $20,000.00
for approval by the Board.
