

SOUTHEAST LOUISIANA FLOOD PROTECTION AUTHORITY – WEST

Finance, Administration, Legal, and Public Information Committee Meeting

Thursday, September 20, 2012

The Finance, Administration, Legal, and Public Information (FALPI) Committee of the SLFPA-W met on September 20, 2012 with the following members present:  Mr. Camnetar and Ms. Maclay. Mr. Dauphin was absent. Also in attendance were: Mr. Miserendino, Mr. Falcon, legal counsel, Mr. Rivera, auditor, and Mr. Daul from Daul Insurance. 

Ms. Maclay called the meeting to order in the Commissioners’ meeting room at the SLFPA-W Office, 7001 River Road, Marrero, Louisiana, at approximately 6:15 PM.

The Committee unanimously approved the agenda as presented.

There were no public comments.

The Committee reviewed and unanimously approved the minutes from the previous meeting, dated August 23, 2012.

Mr. Paul Rivera presented the 2012 annual audit report; the Committee unanimously agreed to recommend it to be approved by the Board.

The Committee requested that Daul Insurance ask each commissioner at the September Board meeting if they would like to be contacted regarding available options for Workers’ Compensation/Accident Insurance coverage.
Mr. Ryan Daul presented several options for Pollution Liability insurance coverage. The Committee agreed to take it under advisement, and requested that Daul Insurance present these coverage options to the Board for their consideration.
Mr. Miserendino presented an updated review of the land acquisition report. 
Mr. Miserendino presented the check register, budget, and financial statements for SLFPA – W and its member districts. The Committee unanimously agreed to recommend acceptance of the reports by the Board.


Mr. Miserendino presented the 2013 amended budget. He stated that further changes would be made and that he would present the amended budget to the Committee for their review at October’s Committee meeting.
Mr. Miserendino discussed repayment of prior years’ ad valorem taxes to the Lafitte Area Independent Levee District. The Committee unanimously agreed to recommend repayment of the ad valorem taxes for approval by the Board.
The Committee reviewed Commissioners’ travel expense reports, and approved them for payment.

Mr. Miserendino updated the Committee on his progress with the Primavera work order system. The Committee unanimously agreed to recommend the continued allocation of funds for the Primavera system for approval by the Board.
The Committee discussed the potential hiring of an engineering consultant firm to act as an on-call expert for the benefit of the Technical, Operations, and Maintenance Committee. The Committee unanimously agreed to recommend the addition of this engineering consultant firm for approval by the Board.
Ms. Maclay announced that the next regularly scheduled Committee Meeting will be held on Tuesday, October 16, 2012 at 6:00 PM in the Commissioners’ meeting room at the SLFPA-W Office, 7001 River Road, Marrero, Louisiana.

There being no further business, the meeting adjourned at approximately 8:15 PM.
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
