Finance and Administration Committee Meeting
Monday, January 20, 2011
The Finance and Administration Committee of the SLFPA – W met on January 20, 2011, with the following members present: Mr. Dauphin, chairman and Ms. Maclay. Mr. Merritt was absent. Also in attendance were: Mr. Miserendino, Mr. Avant and Mr. Falcon.
Mr. Dauphin called the meeting to order in the meeting room at 7001 River Road, Marrero, Louisiana, at approximately 5:09 PM.
The Committee approved the agenda as presented.
No one from the public addressed the Committee.
The Committee reviewed and unanimously approved the minutes from the previous meeting, dated December 13, 2010. 
The Committee reviewed the check register, financial statements and budget update for SLFPA – W and its member districts, and agreed to recommend approval by the Board. 
The Commissioners’ travel expense reports for December were reviewed, and approved by the Committee. 

Mr. Miserendino announced the upcoming bids for equipment and materials, to be used in emergency times, as well as during normal operations. The Committee agreed to recommend approval by the Board for publishing the bids.

Mr. Miserendino discussed the lawsuit with West Jefferson Properties, providing a chronological review of events to date. Mr. Avant presented the current status of the suit and advised that the USACE had filed a condemnation proceeding on the property. In addition, it was announced that the lawsuit with Coastal Petroleum has been settled.

Mr. Miserendino and Mr. Avant discussed the Durham Auction case, and apprised the Committee of the current status, as well as anticipated actions.

Mr. Miserendino explained that payment of 2010 ad valorem taxes was due to the Lafitte Area Independent Levee District, in the amount of $227,000.00. The Committee agreed to recommend approval by the Board for making this payment.

Mr. Miserendino reviewed the status of land acquisitions for remaining hurricane protection projects. There was further discussion of the development of a CEA between OCPR, WJLD and St. Charles Parish. The Committee was briefed, and no action was taken.

Mr. Miserendino announced that the revised employee handbook, developed by Avant and Falcon, would be presented for approval by the Board at a future date. Mr. Falcon presented the first section of the document and Mr. Miserendino led a discussion; the conversation will continue at the February Committee meeting until all policies are review and approved.
The next regular Committee meeting will be held at the SLFPA – W office on River Road in Marrero scheduled on Wednesday, February 23, 2011.
There being no further business, the meeting adjourned at approximately 7:28 PM.
