Minutes of the Regular Meeting

March 28, 2011
The SLFPA-W Board of Commissioners met at approximately 5:05 PM on March 28, 2011, in the meeting room at 7001 River Road, Marrero, Louisiana. 
Ms. Maclay called the meeting to order and directed Mr. Dauphin to call the roll.

In attendance were Mr. Dauphin, Ms. Maclay, Mr. Morgan, Mr. Viera, and Mr. Wilkinson. Mr. Merritt and Dr. Westerink were absent. Also in attendance were: Mr. Miserendino, Mr. Spohrer, and Mr. Avant. 
Ms. Maclay led all in attendance in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Moved by Mr. Wilkinson, seconded by Mr. Dauphin and unanimously approved by Commissioners in attendance to accept and approve the minutes of the February 28, 2011 meeting.

There were no amendments to the meeting agenda, and it was unanimously affirmed by Commissioners in attendance to accept the agenda as written.
There were no public comments.
Ms. Maclay opened a public hearing at approximately 5:11 PM for the approval of the fiscal year 2011-2012 budget for the Southeast Louisiana Flood Protection Authority – West and its member districts. Mr. Miserendino reviewed the proposed budget with the Commissioners in attendance and led a discussion. There were no public comments and the hearing was closed at approximately 5:26 PM.
Moved by Mr. Dauphin seconded by Mr. Wilkinson and unanimously approved by Commissioners in attendance to approve the budget for the Southeast Louisiana Flood Protection Authority – West and its member districts for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2012.
Mr. Miserendino reported on the activities, meetings and issues of SLFPA – W and its member districts in March. 
He asked Ms. Maclay to report on their recent trip to Washington DC. She related that Congressman Scalise assisted with setting up their meeting with Congressman Mica, the Ranking Member of the House Committee on Transportation and Infrastructure. They met with Congressman Scalise, Congressman Mica and Senator Vitter. In addition, they met with aides to Congressmen Cedric Richmond and Tom Landry, John Anderson, the staff director of the Subcommittee on Water Resources and Environment, Senator Landrieu’s legislative director Tanner Johnson, and key members of Senator Vitter’s staff.

Ms. Maclay also related a meeting with General Van Antwerp, the Commander of the USACE and Assistant Secretary of the Army Ms. Dorsey, as they made a site visit to the GIWW WCC. She reported that meeting as very productive in conveying the Authority’s issues of concern.
Mr. Dauphin presented a report on the activities, meetings and issues of the Finance, Administration, Legal and Public Information Committee in March.
Mr. Wilkinson reported on the activities, meetings and issues of the Technical, Operations and Maintenance Committee in March.
Mr. Morgan reported on the activities, meetings and issues of CPRA in March.
Mr. Viera reported on the activities, meetings and issues of ALBL in March.
At 6:16 PM, Ms. Maclay recessed the meeting for a short break. She reconvened the meeting at 6:21 PM.

Ms. Maclay reported on the meeting of the Coastal Restoration Symposium Ad Hoc Committee. Mr. Viera briefed the Board on the plans for the event, scheduled to be held at Our Lady of Holy Cross College in June of this year. Ms. Maclay requested the Technical, Operations and Management Committee and the Finance, Administration, Legal and Public Information committees to follow through on preparation for the symposium. The Committee recommended that SLFPA – W endorse and participate in the event. After her report, she dissolved the Ad Hoc Committee.

Moved by Mr. Dauphin seconded by Mr. Wilkinson and unanimously approved by the Commissioners in attendance to approve bills for payment and accept financial statements as submitted for the Southeast Louisiana Flood Protection Authority – West and its member districts.
Moved by Mr. Dauphin seconded by Mr. Viera and unanimously approved by the Commissioners in attendance to amend By-Laws Article II, Section II – Titles and Election, Paragraph A, by changing the word “calendar” to “fiscal” before the word “year,” and to replace the word “one” with “two” before the word “years,” and to leave intact and unchanged all other provisions therein.
Moved by Mr. Dauphin seconded by Mr. Wilkinson and unanimously approved by the Commissioners in attendance to amend By-Laws Article III, Section I – Composition of Committees, Paragraph A, by adding the words “Legal and Public Information” after the word “Administration” in the Committee name. Also, change the word “relations” to “information” after the word “public,” and to leave intact and unchanged all other provisions therein.
Moved by Mr. Dauphin seconded by Mr. Wilkinson and unanimously approved by the Commissioners in attendance to amend By-laws Article IV, Section II – Regular Board Meetings, Paragraph A, by deleting the words “each month” after the word “alternating,” and to leave intact and unchanged all other provisions therein.
Moved by Mr. Dauphin seconded by Mr. Viera and unanimously approved by the Commissioners in attendance to set the ending date for the term of the current slate of Board officers to June 30, 2013, in order to coincide with the Bylaws Article II, Section II – Titles and elections, which defines Board officers’ terms as two years in length.
Moved by Mr. Dauphin seconded by Mr. Morgan and unanimously approved by the Commissioners in attendance to authorize attendance for Commissioners and key staff at the 26th Annual Workshop of the Association of Levee Boards of Louisiana, May 5-6, 2011, at the Crowne Plaza Hotel, Baton Rouge, Louisiana.

Moved by Mr. Viera seconded by Mr. Dauphin and unanimously approved by the Commissioners in attendance to endorse the Authority’s participation in the Coastal Restoration Symposium to be held at Our Lady of Holy Cross College in June, 2011.
Moved by Mr. Dauphin seconded by Mr. Wilkinson and unanimously approved by the Commissioners in attendance to authorize the President to negotiate a contract with Beverly Industries, and to further authorize the President to execute any contracts, agreements and documents to carry out the intent of this action.
Moved by Mr. Dauphin seconded by Mr. Wilkinson and unanimously approved by the Commissioners in attendance to authorize the President to negotiate a contract with Kass Brothers, and to further authorize the President to execute any contracts, agreements and documents to carry out the intent of this action.
Moved by Mr. Dauphin seconded by Mr. Wilkinson and unanimously approved by the Commissioners in attendance to authorize the President to negotiate a contract with Pontchartrain Materials, and to further authorize the President to execute any contracts, agreements and documents to carry out the intent of this action.
Moved by Mr. Dauphin seconded by Mr. Viera and unanimously approved by the Commissioners in attendance to authorize the President to negotiate a contract with Terry’s Resource Management, and to further authorize the President to execute any contracts, agreements and documents to carry out the intent of this action.
Moved by Mr. Dauphin seconded by Mr. Viera and unanimously approved by the Commissioners in attendance to authorize the President to negotiate and execute a Cooperative Endeavor Agreement with the Parish of Plaquemines to transfer ownership in lands owned by the West Jefferson Levee District needed to construct the Peters Road Bridge and Extension, Louisiana Route 1261, in Plaquemines Parish.
Moved by Mr. Dauphin seconded by Mr. Morgan and unanimously approved by the Commissioners in attendance to authorize the President to negotiate a contract amendment with Adams and Reese law firm for legislative monitoring in Baton Rouge, in an amount not to exceed $12,000.00 and to further authorize the President to execute any contracts, agreements and documents to carry out the intent of this action.
Moved by Mr. Wilkinson seconded by Mr. Dauphin and unanimously approved by the Commissioners in attendance to adopt a resolution of the Board of Commissioners for the Southeast Louisiana Flood Protection Authority – West, on behalf of the West Jefferson Levee District authorizing the President to negotiate and execute a Right of Way Agreement with the New Orleans & Gulf Coast Railway Company needed to construct the MRL/WBV Co-Located Levee Projects in Plaquemines Parish.

Moved by Mr. Wilkinson seconded by Mr. Viera and unanimously approved by the Commissioners in attendance to adopt a resolution providing for the appropriation under the constitution and laws of the State of Louisiana of lands, easements, servitudes and rights-of-way required for construction of the Engineered Alternative Measures, West Bank and Vicinity, Mississippi River Levee, BELLE CHASSE TO OAKPOINT, WBV/MRL 3.1, Baseline Station 310+00 to 445+00, Plaquemines Parish, Louisiana.
Moved by Mr. Wilkinson seconded by Mr. Viera and unanimously approved by the Commissioners in attendance to adopt a resolution providing for the appropriation under the constitution and laws of the State of Louisiana of lands, easements, servitudes and rights-of-way required for construction of the Engineered Alternative Measures, West Bank and Vicinity, Mississippi River Levee, ENGLISH TURN BEND TO BELLE CHASSE, WBV/MRL 4.1, Baseline Station 173+00 to 314+00, Plaquemines Parish, Louisiana.
Moved by Mr. Wilkinson seconded by Mr. Dauphin and unanimously approved by the Commissioners in attendance to adopt a resolution providing for the appropriation under the constitution and laws of the State of Louisiana of lands, easements, servitudes and rights-of-way required for construction of the West Bank and Vicinity Hurricane Protection Project, East of Algiers Canal, WBV- 9a, HERO TO OAKVILLE, PHASE II, FIRST LIFT LEVEE ENLARGEMENT, Mississippi River Levee Baseline Station 596+00 to 606+55, Plaquemines Parish, Louisiana.
