Minutes of the Regular Meeting

January 24, 2011
The SLFPA-W Board of Commissioners met at approximately 5:00 PM on January 24, 2011, in the meeting room at the SLFPA – W Office, 7001 River Road, Marrero, Louisiana. 
Ms. Maclay called the meeting to order and directed Mr. Dauphin to call the roll.

In attendance were Mr. Dauphin, Ms. Maclay, Mr. Morgan, Mr. Viera, Dr. Westerink and Mr. Wilkinson. Mr. Merritt was absent. Also in attendance were: Mr. Miserendino, Mr. Spohrer, Mr. Avant, and Mr. Lestelle of the Ehrhardt Group. 
Ms. Maclay led all in attendance in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Motion by Mr. Dauphin, seconded by Mr. Morgan, and unanimously approved by Commissioners in attendance to accept and approve the minutes of the December 13, 2010 meeting.

Motion by Mr. Wilkinson, seconded by Mr. Morgan, and unanimously approved by Commissioners in attendance to accept the agenda as presented.

There were no public comments.

Ms. Maclay opened the process of election of officers, and called for nominations.
Motion by Mr. Dauphin, seconded by Mr. Viera, and unanimously approved by Commissioners in attendance to re-elect Ms. Maclay to the office of President.

Motion by Mr. Viera, seconded by Dr. Westerink, and unanimously approved by Commissioners in attendance to re-elect Mr. Morgan to the office of Vice President.

Motion by Mr. Morgan, seconded by Mr. Wilkinson, and unanimously approved by Commissioners in attendance to re-elect Mr. Dauphin to the office of Secretary-Treasurer.
The Board recessed from 5:08 PM until 5:13 PM.

Upon reconvening, committee assignments were announced by Ms. Maclay. Mr. Dauphin was named Chairman of the Finance, Administration, Legal and Public Information Committee (FALPI). Mr. Wilkinson was named Chairman of the Technical, Operations and Maintenance Committee (TOM). Mr. Morgan will continue to represent the Authority at CPRA meetings. Mr. Viera will continue to represent the Authority at ALBL meetings. 
Ms. Maclay conveyed information she received from Mr. Bindewald about a seminar on Coastal Restoration to be hosted by Our Lady of Holy Cross College in the spring or early summer. He is seeking SLFPA – W’s endorsement of this effort. Before making a decision, Ms. Maclay suggested one ad hoc meeting to include Mr. Dauphin of the FALPI committee, Mr. Viera of the TOM committee, and herself, with Mr. Bindewald, who will make a presentation.

Mr. Miserendino reported on the activities, meetings and issues of SLFPA – W and its member districts in January.
Mr. Dauphin reported on the activities, meetings and issues of the Finance and Administration Committee in January.
Mr. Wilkinson reported on the activities, meetings and issues of the Technical, Operations and Maintenance Committee in January.
Mr. Morgan reported the January CPRA meeting will be held this week.
Mr. Viera reported there was no meeting of ALBL in January.
Motion by Mr. Dauphin, seconded by Mr. Wilkinson, and unanimously approved by all Commissioners in attendance to approve bills for payment and accept financial statements as submitted for the Southeast Louisiana Flood Protection Authority – West and its member districts.
Motion by Mr. Dauphin, seconded by Mr. Viera, and unanimously approved by all Commissioners in attendance to authorize the administration to issue bids for the purchase of rip rap, sand and limestone during daily operations and during a state of emergency. 
Motion by Mr. Dauphin, seconded by Mr. Wilkinson, and unanimously approved by all Commissioners in attendance to authorize the administration to issue bids for equipment rental during daily operations and during a state of emergency.

Motion by Mr. Wilkinson, seconded by Mr. Dauphin, and unanimously approved by all Commissioners in attendance to adopt a resolution of the Board of Commissioners for the Southeast Louisiana Flood Protection Authority – West for and on behalf of the West Jefferson Levee District, releasing a servitude/easement acquired from Delta Land, LLC.

Motion by Mr. Dauphin and seconded by Mr. Viera, and unanimously approved by all Commissioners in attendance, to authorize the President to transfer partial payment of the 2010 ad valorem taxes due to the Lafitte Area Independent Levee District, in an amount not to exceed $227,000.00.
Ms. Maclay led a brief discussion on the 2011 meeting schedule for Board, FALPI and TOM Committees. The Board agreed to continue the same schedule as for 2010, with Board meetings alternating between Jefferson Parish and Orleans Parish.
Ms. Maclay announced that the next regular meeting of the Authority will be in the Moreau Center at Our Lady of Holy Cross College in New Orleans, Louisiana on February 28, 2011 at 5:00 p.m.
The agenda being completed, Ms. Maclay declared the meeting adjourned at approximately 6:39 PM.
