
SOUTHEAST LOUISIANA FLOOD PROTECTION AUTHORITY – WEST (SLFPA-W)
Minutes of the Regular Meeting

April 29, 2011
The SLFPA-W Board of Commissioners met at approximately 5:15 PM on April 29, 2011, in the meeting room at 7001 River Road, Marrero, Louisiana. 
Ms. Maclay called the meeting to order and directed Mr. Spohrer to call the roll.

In attendance were Ms. Maclay, Mr. Viera, Mr. Wilkinson and Dr. Westerink. Mr. Dauphin, Mr. Merritt and Mr. Morgan were absent. Also in attendance were: Mr. Spohrer, Mr. Pickering and Mr. Lestelle of The Ehrhardt Group. 
Ms. Maclay led all in attendance in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Moved by Mr. Viera, seconded by Mr. Wilkinson and unanimously approved by Commissioners in attendance to accept and approve the minutes of the March 28, 2011 meeting.

It was moved by Mr. Wilkinson and seconded by Dr. Westerink, and unanimously approved by Commissioners in attendance to accept the agenda as presented.

Mr. Lestelle introduced Shamiere Bouie, a new staff member of The Ehrhardt Group. There were no other public comments.
Mr. Pickering introduced Kathy Lind Honaker of the Algiers Development District, who briefed the Board on the Algiers Levee Bike Path project. Both extended invitations to the Commissioners and the SLFPA – W executive staff to attend the Federal City Grand Opening on June 27, 2011.
Ms. Maclay presented a report on the activities, meetings and issues of the Finance, Administration, Legal and Public Information Committee in April.
Mr. Wilkinson reported on the activities, meetings and issues of the Technical, Operations and Maintenance Committee in April.
Ms. Maclay presented Mr. Morgan’s report on the activities, meetings and issues of CPRA in April.
Mr. Viera reported on the activities, meetings and issues of ALBL in April. He also updated the Board about plans for the Coastal Restoration Symposium on June 10, 2010, which will be held at Our Lady of Holy Cross College.
Moved by Ms. Maclay, seconded by Mr. Viera, and unanimously approved by Commissioners in attendance to approve bills for payment and accept financial statements as submitted for the Southeast Louisiana Flood Protection Authority – West and its member districts.
Moved by Ms. Maclay, seconded by Mr. Wilkinson, and unanimously approved by Commissioners in attendance to authorize the President to renew a contract for professional consulting services with Creole Technologies Inc., at an amount not to exceed $60,000.00 and to further authorize the President to execute any contracts, agreements and documents to carry out the intent of this action.
Moved by Ms. Maclay, seconded by Mr. Wilkinson, and unanimously approved by Commissioners in attendance to authorize the President to renew a contract for professional consulting services with AIM Technologies, LLC, at an amount not to exceed $20,000.00, and to further authorize the President to execute any contracts, agreements and documents to carry out the intent of this action.
Moved by Ms. Maclay, seconded by Mr. Viera, and unanimously approved by Commissioners in attendance to authorize the President to renew a contract for professional consulting services with Dynamic Developers Group, at an amount not to exceed $35,000.00 and to further authorize the President to execute any contracts, agreements and documents to carry out the intent of this action.
Moved by Ms. Maclay, seconded by Mr. Viera, and unanimously approved by Commissioners in attendance to authorize the President to renew a contract for professional legal services with Adams & Reese, represented by Jeffrey Brooks, at an amount not to exceed $42,000.00, and to further authorize the President to execute any contracts, agreements and documents to carry out the intent of this action.

Moved by Ms. Maclay, seconded by Dr. Westerink, and unanimously approved by Commissioners in attendance to authorize the President to renew a contract for professional legal services with Diane Cosenza, at an amount not to exceed $50,000.00, and to further authorize the President to execute any contracts, agreements and documents to carry out the intent of this action.

Moved by Ms. Maclay, seconded by Dr. Westerink, and unanimously approved by Commissioners in attendance to authorize the President to renew a contract for professional legal services with Pickering & Cotogno, represented by Kenneth Pickering, at an amount not to exceed $50,000.00, and to further authorize the President to execute any contracts, agreements and documents to carry out the intent of this action.

Moved by Ms. Maclay, seconded by Mr. Wilkinson, and unanimously approved by Commissioners in attendance to authorize the President to renew an agreement for mechanical repair services with Daams Equipment Repair LLC, at an amount not to exceed $115,000.00 and to further authorize the President to execute any contracts, agreements and documents to carry out the intent of this action.

Moved by Ms. Maclay, seconded by Mr. Viera, and unanimously approved by Commissioners in attendance to authorize the President to execute an Agreement with OCPR regarding annual funding for the Authority in the amount of $500,000.00.

Moved by Mr. Wilkinson, seconded by Mr. Viera, and unanimously approved by Commissioners in attendance to authorize the administration to replace the gate rubber for the floodgate located near the Algiers Ferry, at an amount not to exceed $11,000.00.
Ms. Maclay announced that the next regular meeting of the Authority will be at the SLFPA – W Office, 7001 River Road, Marrero, Louisiana on Monday, May 23, 2011 at 5:00 p.m.
There were no items of new business or other matters to consider. The agenda being completed, Ms. Maclay declared the meeting adjourned at approximately 6:06 PM.
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
