Minutes of the Regular Meeting

May 23, 2011
The SLFPA – W Board of Commissioners met at approximately 5:06 PM on May 23, 2011, in the Board room at 7001 River Road, Marrero, Louisiana. 
Ms. Maclay called the meeting to order and directed Mr. Dauphin to call the roll.

Ms. Maclay led all in attendance in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Moved by Mr. Wilkinson, seconded by Mr. Viera to accept and approve the minutes of the April 29, 2011 meeting.

There were no public comments.
Ms. Maclay convened a public hearing for the adoption of a tax ordinance for West Jefferson Levee District for the year 2011. There were no public comments, and the hearing was closed at approximately 5:15 p.m.

Moved by Mr. Wilkinson, seconded by Mr. Dauphin and unanimously approved by Commissioners in attendance to adopt a tax ordinance by the Southeast Louisiana Flood Protection Authority – West, as governing body of the West Jefferson Levee District, to levy taxes in accordance with law upon the taxable property in the West Jefferson Levee District for the year 2011.
Mr. Miserendino reported on the activities, meetings and issues of SLFPA – W and its member districts in May.
Mr. Dauphin presented a report on the activities, meetings and issues of the Finance, Administration, Legal and Public Information Committee in May.
Mr. Wilkinson reported on the activities, meetings and issues of the Technical, Operations and Maintenance Committee in May.
Mr. Morgan reported on the activities, meetings and issues of CPRA in May.
Mr. Viera reported on the activities, meetings and issues of ALBL in May. He also updated the Board on preparations for the Coastal Restoration Symposium, to be held at Our Lady of Holy Cross College on June, 10, 2011.
Moved by Mr. Dauphin, seconded by Dr. Westerink and unanimously approved by Commissioners in attendance to approve bills for payment and accept financial statements as submitted for the Southeast Louisiana Flood Protection Authority – West and its member districts.

Moved by Mr. Dauphin, seconded by Mr. Wilkinson and unanimously approved by Commissioners in attendance to authorize the President to renew a contract for professional consulting services with The Ehrhardt Group, at an amount not to exceed $60,000.00, and to further authorize the President to execute any contracts, agreements and documents to carry out the intent of this action.

Moved by Mr. Wilkinson, seconded by Mr. Morgan and unanimously approved by Commissioners in attendance to adopt a resolution providing for the appropriation under the constitution and laws of the State of Louisiana of lands, easements, servitudes and rights-of-way required for construction of the West Bank and Vicinity Hurricane Protection, Lake Cataouatche, St. Charles Parish, Louisiana, WBV-75 Western Tie-In Railroad Crossing, BNSF Proposed Right of Way requirement, as shown on U. S. Army Corps of Engineers Map identified as RW-001, dated December 17, 2010 and, approved by the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, New Orleans District Commander on May 23, 2011.
Moved by Mr. Wilkinson, seconded by Mr. Morgan and unanimously approved by Commissioners in attendance to adopt a resolution providing for the appropriation under the constitution and laws of the State of Louisiana of lands, easements, servitudes and rights-of-way required for construction of the West Bank and Vicinity Hurricane Protection, Lake Cataouatche, St. Charles Parish, WBV-77, Western Tie-In, Louisiana Highway 18 Crossing and Union Pacific Gate Project, as shown on U. S. Army Corps of Engineers Map identified as File Number H-4-46863, drawings R-100, R-101, R-102 and R-103, dated February 2011, approved by the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, New Orleans District Commander on May 23, 2011.
In new business, Ms. Maclay announced that a draft revision of the employee handbook was available for Board members to review. A final version will be presented at the June 27th meeting.

Ms. Maclay announced that the next regular meeting of the Authority will be at Our Lady of Holy Cross College, Moreau Center, New Orleans, Louisiana on Monday, June 27, 2011 at 5:00 PM.
