
SOUTHEAST LOUISIANA FLOOD PROTECTION AUTHORITY – WEST (SLFPA-W)
Minutes of the Regular Meeting

November 21, 2011
The SLFPA-W Board of Commissioners met at approximately 5:18 PM on November 21, 2011, at the SLFPA – W Office Board Room, 7001 River Road, Marrero, Louisiana. 
Ms. Maclay opened a Public Hearing at approximately 5:18 PM to consider levying additional or increased millage rates without further voter approval or adopting the adjusted millage rates after reassessment and rolling forward to rates not to exceed the prior year’s maximum for the Algiers Levee District. Ms. Maclay called for public comments, and there were none.
Ms. Maclay adjourned the Public Hearing at approximately 5:20 PM.
Immediately following the Public Hearing, Ms. Maclay called the Board meeting to order and directed Mr. Dauphin to call the roll. In attendance were Mr. Dauphin, Ms. Maclay, Mr. Morgan, Mr. Viera and Mr. Wilkinson. Dr. Westerink and Mr. Merritt were absent. Also in attendance were Mr. Miserendino, Mr. Spohrer, Mr. Avant, legal counsel and Mr. Ehrhardt, public information services. Westwego’s Mayor Shaddinger was also present.
Ms. Maclay led all in attendance in the Pledge of Allegiance.

It was moved by Mr. Viera and seconded by Mr. Morgan and unanimously approved by Commissioners in attendance to accept and approve the minutes of the October 24, 2011 meeting. 
There were no public comments.
Mr. Miserendino presented the Regional Director’s report on the activities, meetings and issues of SLFPA – W and its member districts in November. 

Mr. Dauphin reported on the activities, meetings and issues of the Finance, Administration, Legal and Public Information (FALPI) Committee in November.
Mr. Wilkinson reported on the activities, meetings and issues of the Technical, Operations and Maintenance (TOM) Committee in November.
Mr. Morgan reported on the activities, meetings and issues of CPRA in November.
Mr. Miserendino reported on the activities, meetings and issues of ALBL in November.
It was moved by Mr. Dauphin, seconded by Mr. Viera and unanimously approved by Commissioners in attendance to approve bills for payment and accept financial statements as submitted for the Southeast Louisiana Flood Protection Authority – West and its member districts.

It was moved by Mr. Dauphin, seconded by Mr. Viera and unanimously approved by Commissioners in attendance to authorize the administration to purchase four (4) Rhino cutters through State Contract, at a budget not to exceed $83,000.00.
It was moved by Mr. Dauphin, seconded by Mr. Wilkinson and unanimously approved by Commissioners in attendance to authorize the administration to purchase three (3) New Holland tractors through State Contract, at a budget not to exceed $145,000.00.
It was moved by Mr. Wilkinson, seconded by Mr. Morgan and unanimously approved by Commissioners in attendance to adopt a resolution of the Board of Commissioners for the Southeast Louisiana Flood Protection Authority – West, issuing notice of conditional approval of completion of the West Bank and Vicinity Hurricane Protection Project, WBV-6a.2, Belle Chasse to Hero Cutoff (West) Phase 2, (Jefferson Parish) Plaquemines Parish, Louisiana, for and on behalf of the Coastal Protection and Restoration Authority (CPRA).

It was moved by Mr. Wilkinson, seconded by Mr. Dauphin and unanimously approved by Commissioners in attendance to adopt a resolution of the Board of Commissioners for the Southeast Louisiana Flood Protection Authority – West, issuing notice of conditional approval of completion of the West Bank and Vicinity Hurricane Protection Project, WBV-44, Whitney-Barataria Fronting Protection, (Jefferson Parish) Plaquemines Parish, Louisiana, for and on behalf of the Coastal Protection and Restoration Authority (CPRA).
It was moved by Mr. Wilkinson, seconded by Mr. Morgan and unanimously approved by Commissioners in attendance to adopt a resolution of the Board of Commissioners for the Southeast Louisiana Flood Protection Authority – West, on behalf of the West Jefferson Levee District, to conditionally perform Operation, Inspection and Maintenance of the West Bank and Vicinity Hurricane Protection Project, WBV-46.2, Cousins Canal Walls, Destrehan Bridge to Sector Gate, Jefferson Parish, Louisiana, for and on behalf of the Coastal Protection and Restoration Authority (CPRA).
It was moved by Mr. Dauphin, seconded by Mr. Morgan and unanimously approved by Commissioners in attendance to adopt a resolution of the Board of Commissioners for the Southeast Louisiana Flood Protection Authority – West, on behalf of the West Jefferson Levee District and the Algiers Levee District, pursuant to the provisions of R.S. 13:5107(B) and R.S. 38:309, to designate the President and Vice-President of the Southeast Louisiana Flood Protection Authority – West as agents for the service of legal process for the Southeast Louisiana Flood Protection Authority – West, the West Jefferson Levee District and the Algiers Levee District.
A motion by Mr. Wilkinson to adopt a resolution of the Board of Commissioners for the Southeast Louisiana Flood Protection Authority – West (SLFPA-W), on behalf of the West Jefferson Levee District and the Algiers Levee District to request the Louisiana Coastal Protection and Restoration Authority (CPRA) through its Office of Coastal Protection and Restoration (OCPR) to fund testing of the split samples collected from the trenching activities during the period from October 25, 2011 until November 14, 2011, at the location of hurricane protection project WBV-14c.2, New Westwego Pump Station to Orleans Village was deferred to the next Board meeting on December 19, 2011. They did not vote on the resolution.
It was moved by Mr. Dauphin, seconded by Mr. Wilkinson and unanimously approved by Commissioners in attendance to adopt a resolution by the Board of Commissioners for the Southeast Louisiana Flood Protection Authority – West as governing body of the Algiers Levee District of the Parish of Orleans, Louisiana, in a public meeting held on November 21, 2011, which meeting was conducted in accordance with the Open Meetings Law and the additional requirements of Article VII, Section 23(C) of the Louisiana Constitution and R.S. 47:1705(B), that the following adjusted millage rates be and they are hereby levied upon the dollar of the assessed valuation of all property subject to ad valorem taxation within said Parish for the year 2012, for the purpose of raising revenue. It was moved by Mr. Dauphin, seconded by Mr. Viera and unanimously approved by Commissioners in attendance to adopt a resolution by the Board of Commissioners for the Southeast Louisiana Flood Protection Authority – West as governing body of the Algiers Levee District of the Parish of Orleans, Louisiana, in a public meeting held on November 21, 2011, which meeting was conducted in accordance with the Open Meetings Law and the additional requirements of Article VII, Section 23(C) of the Louisiana Constitution and R.S. 47:1705(B), that the taxing district voted to increase the millage rate(s), but not in excess of the prior year’s maximum rate(s), on all taxable property shown on the official assessment roll for the year 2012, and when collected, the revenues from said taxes shall be used only for the specific purposes for which said taxes have been levied.
