     President Harris Brown and Mr. John Stringer, Executive Director informed the annual Levee Inspection Report has been received from the U. S. Corps of Engineers stating in part:  “The East Bank Ouachita River Levee does not satisfy USACE structural criteria, geotechnical criteria, mechanical criteria and electrical criteria. A Hydraulic analysis was performed to determine the extent of flooding if the Ouachita River were to overtop the levee at Station 5570+00 during a 1% flood.  The results showed that Morehouse and Ouachita Parishes would not be affected.”  Mr. Brown stated it will bankrupt the Tensas Basin Levee District should we assume federal responsibilities on the Ouachita River levees.  After Mr. Stringer ask the question “Do we assume the federal responsibilities or do we continue to contest the U. S. Corps of Engineers desires?”, he was instructed to continue contesting.
