     Mr. John Stringer, Executive Director, advised the Board of Commissioner of letter dated May 17, 2012 from Colonel Jeffrey R. Eckstein, District Commander, Department of the Army, Corps of engineers, Vicksburg District, 4155 Clay Street, Vicksburg, Mississippi 39183-3435.  

Mr. Stringer advised the letter informed us that the ratings of the Bawcomville Local Protection Works, Columbia Local Protection Works, Larto Lake to Jonesville Levee, West Monroe Levee and Floodwall and the Sicily Island Levees have been classified as minimally acceptable.  The Ouachita River Levee and Floodwall system has been rated unacceptable due to existing bank caving conditions that have damaged the integrity of the levee system.  The Corps of Engineers further stated because of the complexity of bank caving and levee repairs, they recognize the burden this places on the Tensas Basin Levee District to correct these deficiencies. The Vicksburg District requests within 45 days of receipt of their letter plans for correcting these deficiencies be addressed by the Tensas Basin Levee District.  They further stated they also identify encroachments are rated unacceptable being trees, fences and utility poles and again they requested a reply within 45 days of the date of the letter.
     Mr. Drew Keahey, President advised the Louisiana Legislative Auditor’s office along with the Tensas Basin Levee District has selected an auditor for 2012 through 2015 with the firm being John L. McKowen, CPA, Baton Rouge, Louisiana with the 2012-13 and 2014-15 years being an agreed-upon procedure audit and the 2013-14 years being a full audit.
