DISBURSEMENT OF FUNDS

A. DISBURSEMENT CHECKS:

All Levee District obligations regardless of amount must be paid by check. 

General disbursement checks, shall be signed manually or electronically by any two of the following:

1.  Any designated Board Member

3.  Secretary

B. PAYROLL CHECKS

Payroll checks shall be signed by one of the following:


1.  Executive Director


2.  Any designated Board Member

Executive Director shall be provided a check registrar prior to disbursement of payroll checks

C.  FACSIMILE STAMPS:

The Board may, by resolution, authorize other officials or employees of the Board to sign and countersign checks, or use facsimile stamps of the President, Vice-president or Secretary to be used in case of emergency, with electronic signatures being allowed.

The Finance Committee shall review monthly bills, charges and expenses of the previous month and shall make such recommendations to the Board at its regular Monthly Meeting as to payment of such obligations, as it deems necessary and proper.

The Executive Director shall be provided a check registrar of each check issued each month.
