 I
Those members being in attendance, Chairman Roy E. Burst III called the meeting to order at 9:00 AM followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. 
The Board reviewed the minutes from the previous Quarterly Board Meeting. Mr. Kevin Dinkel motioned to approve the minutes as written. Mr. Mike Burroughs seconded and the motion carried unanimously. 

II
C-12-008 Brown v. Wood LHI#10419- Mr. Wood was present- Mrs. Brown failed to appear before the board and did not request a continuance. Mr. Grevemberg motioned to dismiss the complaint. Mr. Montgomery seconded and the motion was carried.

Statute of Limitations (Keith Blanchard) - Mr. Keith Blanchard withdrew his comments.

IV

Mr. Kevin Dinkel spoke to the board to receive some clarity on exclusive marketing. Board Attorney, Albert Nicaud, stated that the program cannot be limited to one individual or company. The program must be open to all inspectors. A Home Inspector can also sponsor events as long as everyone is allowed to sponsor.
V
Mr. Jimmy Sitter addressed the Board on the recurring issue of Summary reports. The Board concluded that adding a summary to a home inspection report was neither mandated nor prohibited by the Rules. It is up to each individual inspector whether or not they want to include a summary report. However, it is not good practice to send out summary reports without having it included with the actual home inspection report.
VI

Mr. Mike Burroughs briefed the Board on his general findings of his report reviews. Mr. Burroughs stated that a large number of reports that are being reviewed are out of compliance. When submitting a report for renewal it must meet our Standards as well as include a copy of the pre-inspection contract with the LHI’s number located on the report.

VII

Ron Hufft spoke with the board about his concerns with Home Inspectors using generators to power up a home in order to perform a Home Inspection. He stated that most insurance companies will not cover a home inspector if they are using a generator to perform the inspection. Mr. Hufft also mentioned that he would like to see a cease and desist issued to all home inspectors using generators. Mr. Peter Barilaro stated that in Louisiana a person must be a licensed electrician in order to power up a home using generators and it is also very dangerous and Mr. Roy Burst agreed. The Board requested that C.O.O. Morgan Spinosa send out an email to all Louisiana Home Inspectors educating them on the Laws and Rules in regards to artificially powering a home as a licensed home inspector. 
VIII

Mr. Roy Burst briefly spoke about relocation companies being out of compliance. The Board C.O.O. will issue a letter to all relocation companies requesting two reports for the Board to review to assure they are in compliance.

IX

The Board scheduled a mandatory train the trainer meeting for all infield trainers to attend following the June 7th Board meeting. The Board requested that C.O.O. Morgan Spinosa send out notification to all in-field trainers informing them of the date.

X
The Board reviewed the renewal of the lease at 4664 Jamestown Ave. Mr. Burroughs approved the three year extension of the lease and Mr. Dinkel seconded.  The motion was carried.

XI

Mr. Nicaud briefed the Board on the recent WDSU TV report that was aired in regards to the Home Inspection industry. Mr. Nicaud sent a response to the WDSU TV station on the Boards behalf educating them on what our Laws actually require a Home Inspector to do.
