Minutes of the Meeting for the

Louisiana Addictive Disorder Regulatory Authority

January 21, 2011

Roy Baas, LAC, CCGC, CCS, Chairman, called the meeting to order at 10:10 a.m., Friday, January 21, 2011, in the Conference Room at the DHH/Bienville building located at 628 North 4th Street, Room 671, Baton Rouge, Louisiana.  Lisa Schuster, Executive Director; Lorraine Mayeux, Assistant Executive Director; Lauren Lear, Administrative Assistant; Martin Thibodeaux, LAC, CCGC, CCS; Marolon Mangham, LASACT; Bill Rose, LAC, CCGC, CCS; Marilyn Pickles, LPP; Charlette Edwards, guest; Celia Cangelosi, attorney; were present for the entire meeting. MINUTES
Motion was made by Marilyn Smith, seconded by Paul Schoen, all were in favor; none opposed, to accept the minutes as presented for the November 19, 2010 minutes. 

PUBLIC COMMENTS

Martin Thibodeaux suggested that public comments be moved to under new business.  Celia, board attorney, stated that the new law states that public comment can be made before any vote by the board.

Marolon Mangham reported she has been attending bi-weekly meetings on a possible new credential being developed for a peer recovery support certification.  Details will follow.  

FINANCIAL 

Members of the board reviewed the financial report prepared by Eric Vicknair, CPA, for the month ending December 31, 2010.  

Eric Vicknair, CPA and Lorraine Mayeux, Assistant Executive Director, reported on the Comprehensive Budget for 2011 that was submitted to the Joint Legislative Committee on the Budget, Office of Legislative Auditor, Legislative Fiscal Office, and the Senate and House Committees with oversight responsibilities for Boards and Commissions.

Review of revised policies

The Board reviewed the proposed rough draft of policies & procedures as presented by Lisa Schuster, Executive Director. JoAn Brown suggested the board adopt an employee handbook as soon as possible.  

Motion was made by Bernadine Williams, seconded by JoAn Brown, all were in favor, and none opposed, to accept the credentialing verification policy with clean-up at a later date.

CIT scope of practice

Celia Cangelosi, board attorney, reported on the progress of the scope of practice for CIT’s. Celia recommends adding to and revising the rules, section 707 and reworking the guidelines that are published on the ADRA website to be adopted by the board at the February meeting.  Roy Baas requested Celia Cangelosi to consider adding that an applicant should complete 180 substance abuse specific education hours before they can apply for CIT.  Once CIT status has been granted, the Counselor-in-Training will work directly with the CCS until such time that the CIT has completed 300 directly supervised hours.  Once the 300 hours of approved direct supervision is met, the CIT will be limited to screening, intake, orientation and client education when the CCS is not physically present.
