Approval of March 16, 2012 Minutes (Attachment 2)
A draft of the March 16, 2012 Board meeting minutes was presented for approval.  A motion was made to approve the minutes with suggested changes by Paul Schoen, LAC, CCGC and seconded by JoAn Brown, LAC.  The motion was approved after a unanimous vote in the affirmative.

Treasurer’s Report (Attachment 3)
The Treasurer’s Report was presented by LaMiesa Bonton, Executive Director for Jean Hartzog, CPP, Secretary/Treasurer; copy attached.  A motion was made by JoAn Brown, LAC and seconded by Marilyn Smith, LAC to accept the report as given.  The motion was approved after a unanimous vote in the affirmative.

VII.
Old Business
a. Rule Change Status – Celia Cangelosi/LaMiesa Bonton
Celia Cangelosi, Board Attorney, gave a brief update on the status of Rule 5 and 9 changes.  Changes to Rules 5 and 9 will be finalized and published on the April 20, 2012 registry.   We have included in your packet the updated version of Rules 5 – Fees and Rule 9 – Disciplinary Procedures.  ADRA should make it a priority to publish the revised Rules on the website.  
b. ADRA Relocation Update – LaMiesa Bonton
LaMiesa gave a brief update about the relocation plan.  A new lease request application for a different location (Jamestown) was submitted to Division of Administration for approval.  The application should be approved within next 2 weeks.  This space is more adequate for our space needs.  With 4 offices and a reception area, we will have ample room for everything we need.  This space is located on the second floor.  We have also made arrangements with the facility manager to have access to a downstairs conference area if we need to be handicap accessible.  We will have the ability to begin moving things in after the first of June.  With this move, we will be incurring some additional expenses such as truck rental, furniture, movers, and installation of computers and phone lines.  The only other things we wanted to bring to your attention would be the disruption of the phones being answered and mail received.  We are trying to anticipate any problems now so that we have a plan in place to resolve or head off any of these issues.
c. Impaired Professional Program Update – Bernadine Williams
Bernadine prepared a first draft of an Impaired Professional Program for the board to review.  If there are any suggestions or revisions, please email Bernadine with comments.  Celia Cangelosi, board attorney, suggests that we keep the process simple.  The process should be made to assist the individual in identifying the problem and working on a program for rehabilitation.  Paul Schoen, LAC, CCGC adds that the program should state that all costs incurred are paid by the individual.

New Business
a. Approval of Applicants to be Credentialed
A motion was made by Bernadine Williams, LAC, CCGC, CCS and seconded by Marilyn Smith, LAC to approve all listed applicants for credentialing as amended.  The motion was approved after a unanimous vote in the affirmative.  
b. Revised Fee Schedule for Approval
A motion was made by Paul Schoen, LAC, CCGC and seconded by Bernadine Williams, LAC, CCGC, CCS to approve the new fee schedule as amended for publishing.  The motion was approved after a unanimous vote in the affirmative.  The revised fee schedule will go into effect July 1, 2012.  
c. Prevention Systems Committee Update – LaMiesa Bonton
The last meeting was in March 2012.  They discussed capacity building and an infrastructure plan to include the drug policy board study and the coordination of the prevention services action plan/strategic plan.  Children and youth planning boards discussed.  They are interested is having ADRA adopting the training or curriculum that is under development for prevention as a part of our requirements for prevention professionals.  Once we receive more information on this curriculum, we will compare it to the IC&RC guidelines to see if it meets the standards.  
d. IC&RC Meeting Update – Marolon Mangham for LaMiesa Bonton
Prevention test is about to be updated including the job task analysis for all of IC&RC credentials.  It is possible that ADRA will have a larger pool of certification.  This may take a couple of years though.  Oklahoma has a license that includes psychotherapy for Master’s level addiction counselors as long as the appropriate coursework was taken.

IX. Executive Director’s Report: LaMiesa Bonton, Executive Director
ADRA Executive Director, LaMiesa Bonton, gave the following report:  
a. General Operations Update
Behavioral Health Partnership – Addiction Requirement Update

Information from Dr. Dunham’s office was received and given to the board for review.

Administrative Restructuring – Testing Fees

The suggestion that we are offering to help streamline the process for counselors is to collect the testing fee and then LASACT will invoice us for the tests that are ordered.  The board sees this as a problem.  ADRA becomes a “pass-through” for funds as well as causing liability and responsibility issues.  It is the board’s recommendation to not collect payment for tests.  If an applicant pays ADRA the test fee, refund the money back to the applicant as an overpayment.  ADRA should not pay their bill for them.  If the payment is made to LASACT but sent to ADRA as a mistake, ADRA can forward the payment to LASACT.

Website and Newsletter

These are planned to launch simultaneously.  Beth Kesler is working on a content management system that will allow us to update the database in real-time.
Fiscal News

In continuance of website update, we mentioned earlier that we needed to switch the host for our website since we were having compatibility and space restriction issues.  We had already paid for the year of service with our previous host.  However, when we inquired about switching to a new host for the website, we found that the cost was substantially cheaper.  We paid $143 for 3 years for the new host versus almost $400 for the year with our previous host.  Once the switch is complete the previous host will refund the unused amount from the current year.

Records Management

We spoke about this when I first came on board.  Lauren and Pamela have attended classes from records management on creating a retention schedule so we can start sending old information to State Archives.  We will work on incorporating a plan while we are packing to move.

Calendar

We have done a CIT/PSIT presentation at SUNO.  Pamela did a great job.  LaMiesa had a table at the Drug Court Conference in New Orleans.  OBH has requested that we participate in the Children’s Mental Health Conference.  LASACT Conference is coming up and we have scheduled the ADRA board meeting for July 30, 2012 at 7:30pm after dinner.

Renewals

Contracts

CPA Contract was approved in February.  We are starting to work on the next year’s contract and this time we would to make the contract a 3-year contract so we don’t run into this every year.  We will do the same thing with the Court Reporter contract.
Reports
Risk management exposure report and Taxable and Non-taxable report was sent.  We have not had any problems and do not anticipate them.
Works in Progress 
We will be working on creating credential guidelines and program guidelines in the near future.  In conjunction with that, we have had several people inquire if LAC’s can diagnose.  LAC’s can render a diagnostic impression.  The board defines a diagnostic impression as an educated estimation that is obtained by utilizing the competencies and the knowledge, skills, and attitudes as defined in TAP 21.  TAP 21 is an addiction counselor’s scope of practice.  
We will go back to the rule and decide where we can write guidelines to see where we can expand on this and offer clarification to our counselors and professionals.
