Review of revised policies presented at the October meeting.  Some of these policies need to be revised more and revisited at the January meeting.

Celia Cangelosi, attorney, asked the board if they have any questions or comments to Chapter 9 rules she presented to the Board in October. Suggestion made: to add the posting of disciplinary outcomes on the website to this Chapter.

CIT SCOPE OF PRACTICE

To be eligible for CIT registration under this subchapter, an individual must:

Be at least 18 years of age,

Be a legal resident of the United States

Have a high school diploma or its equivalent

Successfully completed 180 classroom hours of chemical dependency curriculum with a minimum of 6 hours in professional ethics 

Is not in violation of any ethical standards subscribed to by the ADRA

Is not now, and has not been, a substance abuser or compulsive gambler for a period of two years from the date the application is received.

Has not been charged, convicted, plead guilty, or entered a plea of nolo contendere to a felony.  The applicant shall provide the ADRA with a certified copy of his/her State Background Check, fingerprints included.

Signs the ADRA form of professional and ethical accountability and responsibility

Once CIT status has been granted the Counselor -in-Training will work directly with the Certified Clinical Supervisor until such time that the CIT has completed 300 hours of approved supervised fieldwork practicum in the 12 core functions with a minimum of 20 hours in each core function.

All practicum training shall be provided by the Certified Clinical Supervisor. 

Once the 300 hours of approved supervised field work practicum is met, the CIT will be limited to screening, intake, orientation and client education when the CCS is not physically present.

“Status” needs to be defined in rules.

Motion made by Jean Hartzog, seconded by JoAn Brown; all in favor, none opposed to appoint Roy Baas and Paul Schoen as representatives for the Opiod Treatment application review committee.
