License Prior to Shipment, by
selling and/or shipping recreational products without a distributor license.

Considering the forgoing and pursuant to the authority vested in the Louisiana Motor Vehicle Commission set forth in LSA-R.S. 32:1251,
et seq.:

IT IS ORDERED, ADJUDGED, AND DECREED that Kangacruz be and is hereby assessed a fine in the amount of TWENTY THOUSAND AND
NO/100 ($20,000.00) DOLLARS. SHOULD THE DEFENDANT KANGACRUZ BE LICENSED BY THE LOUISIANA MOTOR VEHICLE
COMMISSION AS A DISTRIBUTOR WITHIN SIXTY (60) DAYS OF THE DATE OF SIGNING OF THIS JUDGMENT, FIFTEEN THOUSAND AND
NO/100 ($15,000.00) DOLLARS OF THE TWENTY THOUSAND AND NO/100 ($20,000.00) DOLLAR FINE SHALL BE SUSPENDED.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED, ADJUDGED AND DECREED that Kangacruz pay the cost of the full board hearing in this matter to the Commission
in the amount of ONE THOUSAND FOUR HUNDRED TWENTY-SEVEN AND 26/100 ($1,427.26) DOLLARS, in addition to the fine assessed
herein.

The Executive Director stated the need for the increase in the contract was due to unforeseen legal expenses relative to several ongoing litigations
and pending hearings. After a brief discussion, Commissioner LeBlanc made a motion to approve the amendment to Counselor Reggie’s current
contract. Commissioner Stephen Guidry seconded this motion and it was unanimously approved.

The Executive Director advised there was a month left in the current year of Counselor LaPeyronnie’s two year contract and it would exceed the
limits of the contract and requested the following amendment to the contract be approved: “The total of all sums payable under this contract
including fees and reimbursement of expenses shall not exceed $296,000.00 for the period commencing January 12, 2018 and ending on January
11, 2020.”
