SERENITY PRAYER & ROLL CALL

Freddie Landry called the meeting to order and Dr. Tom Lief led the Commission members in a moment of silence followed by the Serenity Prayer.  Carol Foret conducted roll call.

II.
APPROVAL OF NOVEMBER 2012 MINUTES

Committee members were provided a draft copy of the minutes for the December 2012 meeting of the Louisiana Commission on Addictive Disorders.  Ms. Landry called for a motion to approve the December 2012 minutes.  Dr. Tom Lief made a motion to approve the minutes.  Kathleen Leary seconded the motion.  All were in favor, and the motion to approve the December 2012 meeting minutes passed.

III.
OLD BUSINESS

A.
REPORT FROM THE OFFICE OF BEHAVIORAL HEALTH (OBH) – DR. ANTHONY SPEIER, OBH ASSISTANT SECRETARY AND DR. ROCHELLE DUNHAM
The Commission members were updated on OBH by Dr. Anthony Speier and Dr. Rochelle Dunham.  The following information was shared with the members of the Commission:
· Southeast Hospital has transitioned into the Northlake Behavioral Health System.  
-
All services that were provided at Southeast Hospital are still available through the Northlake Behavioral Health System.  There are 16 adult acute care Psychiatric beds and 42 adolescent beds of which 22 are general adolescent beds and 20 are DNP, Developmental Neuro- Psychiatric, beds operated by Meridian Behavioral Health Care.

-
Fountain Bleu operated by the Florida Parish Human Service Authority is still being supported as all of the other programs located on the Southeast Hospital grounds.

-
Northlake Behavioral Health System is now under the control of St. Tammany Parish with the campuses and the operations under the control of Meridian Behavioral Health Care. 
-
OBH will have staff on site at Northlake Behavioral Health System’s facility to monitor the programs until approximately June 30, 2013 and to oversee the disposition of state equipment as well as provide other functions required when transferring ownership and closing the state operated facility. 
-
OBH will also have ongoing oversight of the facility’s clinical operations to ensure any arising issues are addressed.

· Mid-Year Budget Cut-
-
As a result of the Department of Children and Family Services (DCSF) budget cuts, the Early Childhood Care and Support (ECCS) Program operated by OBH has been cut from DCFS’s budget.  The program is funded entirely by DCSF with TANF funds.  As a result, the ECCS program has been eliminated with an effective date of February 1, 2013.
-
Tulane University will provide very specific highly skilled intervention to children who have very complex emotional behavioral needs and will also provide basic case management.  OBH will refer families and children with the most complex needs to service providers in their communities through Magellan of Louisiana, Inc. and the districts.   
-
TANF dollars also funds addiction services for screening and access to treatment.  TANF funds 15 positions of which 13 are screening and assessment positions housed within the DCSF’s regional location and two treatment staff positions.  The two treatment staff positions provide Intensive Outpatient (IOP) Services for gender specific women issues through OBH.  It’s these two addiction treatment staff positions being eliminated as a result of the mid-year budget cuts, a $500,000 budget cut out of about $2.5 million dollars.  

-
TANF services also funds 100 female beds for women and their children OBH has to cut 12 of those 100 TANF beds.  

- 
Contract programs in the four (4) regions operated by OBH had to be reduced, Region V- Lake Charles, Region VI-Alexandria, Region VII- Shreveport and Region VIII-Monroe.   The mid-year budget cut reduced contracts by a total of approximately $700,000, which equates to approximately $1.5 million to be annualized in SFY 2014’s budget.  
-
Gateway’s Child and Youth Addiction Program in Region VI were reduced two (2) beds.  The bed reduction resulted from a large percentage of their patients qualify for Medicaid.  A large percentage of funding for the reduced beds should come from Medicaid reimbursement. The Medically Supported Detoxification Program in Region VI was reduced three (3) beds as a result of its low utilization rate.
B.
UPDATE ON LOUISIANA BEHAVORAL HEALTH PARTNERSHIP/MAGELLAN

The Commission members were updated on the Louisiana Behavioral Health Partnership/Magellan Health Service of Louisiana.  Dr. Anthony Speier provided the Commission members with the following information:
· A business review with Bruce Greenstein, DHH Secretary, and OBH staff was held in late December 2012.  The primary issues discussed were the Secretary’s reporting to the Governor about OBH’s progress, the Clinical Advisor System, the electronic health record system’s software issues.  
· The Clinical Advisor System was certified as a functional system by OBH on December 23, 2012.  

· Magellan of Louisiana, Inc. is now paying for room and board as well as treatment services for adults in drug and alcohol residential treatment facilities.

· Two of OBH’s principle architects for the implementation of the Louisiana Behavioral Health Partnership, Dr. Jessica Brown and Dr. Joseph Comaty, both left OBH.  Dr. Brown is going into private practice at the Neuro-Medical Center and Dr. Joseph Comaty is retiring.  Dr. Randall Lemoine in the Health Plan Management Section retired several months ago.  
C.
ADRA/LASACT MONTHLY REPORT (OPTIONAL)
· ADRA Update

LaMiesa Bonton informed the Commission members ADRA is working on the Rule changes for the counselors in training (CIT) guidelines.
-
ADRA has a brand new website.  Members of the Commission were encouraged to visit the new website at www.LA-ADRA.ORG.

Ms. Bonton will provide by email a mid-year status report to the members of the Commission following today’s meeting.

ARDA is currently processing a large number of renewal applications.

Dr. Dunham inquired if ARDA has noticed any trends as a result of all the financial changes.  LaMiesa Bonton reported the following trends:

· ADRA raised the fee schedule at the beginning of the fiscal year,
· Incoming applications increased just a little,

· Policy has changed for the current application on file,

· ARDA no longer allows testing applications to remain active on file indefinitely without having to renew the application.  Applicants will now have to submit a new application along with an application fee to test or retest once the application on file is older than one year.  Testing applications now have to be renewed on an annual basis.
· There has been an increase in the number of Counselors in Training (CITs).  
· A new applicant to become credentialed requires a completed application and a $150.00 application fee.  Once the application has been approved to test, the applicant has to pay a $275.00 testing fee.  The applicant’s certification will expire at the end of two years and would then have to recertify at a cost of $200.00.

COMMISSION MEMBERS REPORT ON LOCAL AND/OR REGIONAL ACTIVITY INVOLVEMENT 

Freddie Landry reported continuing to be involved with the Prevention Subcommittee of the Greater New Orleans Drug Demand Reduction Coalition.  She informed the Commission members that the coalition is holding a meeting Friday, January 11, 2013 at the Celebration Hope Center in Metairie, Louisiana to continue the prevention process.

NEW BUSINESS

A.
OBH PREVENTION REPORT – BY Dr. LESLIE BROUGHAM-FREEMAN, DIRECTOR OF PREVENTION SERVICES
Dr. Leslie Brougham-Freeman provided an update in terms of where Prevention Services are for SFY 2013.  The following information was provided: where prevention is so far in 2013
· In SFY 2012 a total of 77,078 people were served in an ongoing evidence based prevention program.

· In SFY 2013’s second quarter, approximately 52,000 people were served in an ongoing evidence based prevention program.

· Prevention Services is currently implementing 13 universal programs, two (2) selective programs, and one (1) indicated program.

· Additional funding has been added to increase the Gambling Prevention Program to be a state wide effort. 
·  In November 2012, training was held to introduce the gambling curriculum.   The gambling curriculum has been implemented in Region VI for the past four (4) years.  Every area of the state is going to be able to incorporate an elementary and middle school program entitled “Kids Don’t Gamble Want to Bet.”
· The gambling curriculum (five (5) week training) is an add on to the Life Skills training (12 week training).

· The Gambling Prevention Program teaches about high risk behaviors and also provides an understanding of what is gambling.  

· A copy of the Prevention Program’s 2013 Process Outcomes Report will be provided to the Commission Members when completed.
· 99.2% of the people served through the Prevention Program are under the age of 18. (55:11)
· Across the state the three (3) top programs within the Prevention Program are Life Skills Training, Project Northland and Coping Skills.
· Effectiveness is measured by process measures in place to track the services OBH provides as well as the fidelity measures to ensure programs are being implemented the way they were intended, and a Statewide Evaluation Report, this is the its first year.
· The SFY 2012 Care and Community Youth Survey (CCYS) will be coming out
