OLD BUSINESS

A.
REPORT FROM THE OFFICE OF BEHAVIORAL HEALTH (OBH) – DR. ANTHONY SPEIER, OBH ASSISTANT SECRETARY
The Commission members were updated on the OBH by Dr. Rochelle Head-Dunham, Dr. Mike Gomila, and Quinetta Womack for Dr. Anthony Speier.  The Commission members were provided the following information:

Ms. Womack is now the Program Manager who oversees adult residential treatment services, which includes addictive disorders and gambling.  She reviewed the following topics with the members of the Commission:

Addictive Disorders:

· Programming Clinical Advisor for the adult residential treatment programs, 

· The role of Adult Services

 – 
Monitoring, Technical Assistance and Training,
· Partnership with Magellan and residential providers,
· Assisting residential providers by looking at business models, practices and operations to enhance efficiencies and effective treatment,
· Adjustment to short term acute care treatment vs. traditional long-term treatment 

– 
helping providers make the adjustments from program driven treatment to client centered treatment,
· Extension of client’s treatment services is based on medical necessity.

· The necessity of providers accessing multiple funding streams for sustainability purposes,
· Challenges and barriers to leveraging Medicaid funding in the residential settings. 

Gambling Programs:

· Plans to shore up programming in three areas of concerns:  

1) 
Enhancements of gambling prevention programs for youth throughout the state, 

2) 
Implementation of the gambling strategic plan, and   

3)
 Address the downward trends for admissions via analysis of current programs and practices.
·  Louisiana’s penetration rates:  
–
LA at 1.8% in comparison to the national average of 2%.  
–
Louisiana ranks 9th in the nation, among the 19 other states that fund gambling services via state general funding.
· Issues relative to under utilization of gambling dedicated funds and mechanisms to fully expend those funds.  

· Gambling services offered through the outpatient and residential treatment facilities.
· Gambling providers are not expending all of their budgeted funds.  Some of the unspent gambling funds will be use for outreach services. 

· The need for enhanced outreach/media campaigns.
· Recommended Commission members tour the CORE Program in Shreveport.

Dr. Michael Gomila engaged in discussion with the Commission members on the following topics:

· Residential treatment rates,

· Medical necessity criteria,
· Difference between the child and adult plan (capitated vs. not capitated),
· ACRA/ACC Grant, and

B.
REPORT ON THE BEHAVIORAL HEALTH SUMMIT (SEPTEMBER 13, 2012) BY FREDDIE LANDRY, KATHLEEN LEARY, DRS. TOM LIEF AND TONY WICK
A summary of the Behavioral Health Summit that was sponsored by LBHAC and held in Pineville, Louisiana, on Thursday, September 13, 2012, was shared by Freddie Landry, Kathleen Leary, Drs. Tom Lief, and Tony Wick.  All four Commission members expressed how they gained great insight and valuable information by attending this Summit.  The affiliation and partnering with the Louisiana Behavioral Health Planning Council (LBHAC) would be a tremendous asset to advocate through them for persons with addictive disorders.  Communities with persons having addictive disorders would have representation at the State and local level.   All members of the Louisiana Commission on Addictive Disorders were urged to become join and become involved in the Regional Advisory Council (RAC) in those areas they represent.
Drs. Tony Wick and Tom Lief announced they were planning to attend an RAC meeting scheduled for next week in New Orleans.  Both Freddie Landry and Kathleen Leary also shared that they will soon be attending LBHAC’s statewide meetings.

UPDATE ON LOUISIANA BEHAVORAL HEALTH PARTNERSHIP/MAGELLAN
The Commission members were updated on the Louisiana Behavioral Health Partnership/Magellan Health Service of Louisiana by Dr. Rochelle Head-Dunham, Dr. Mike Gomila, and Quinetta Womack:  The Commission members were provided the following information:
· Clinical Advisor now being phased into the residential facilities. 
· Clinics and LGE providers are still faced with a huge learning curve.  Concern still exists for the sustainability and survivability of clinics, LGE and individual providers who provide addictive disorders services.  Some providers still have not billed Medicaid for rendered services.  OBH is trying to determine the cause for these providers not billing rendered services and provide any needed technical assistance.
· Facilities and providers must be able to diversify their funding.  Their funding is calculated with a portion of it being self-generated funds.  OBH is monitoring budgets and expenditures to address potential shortfalls if required.

ALIGNING SUBSTANCE ABUSE PREVENTION WITH MENTAL HEALTH AND PRIMARY CARE BY FRAN HARDING, CSAP DIRECTOR VIA VIDEO WITH DISCUSSION LED BY DR. LESLIE BROUGHAM-FREEMAN, DIRECTOR OF PREVENTION SERVICES

The members of the Commission were provided a video presentation on Linkages between Substance Abuse Prevention and Behavioral Health from SAMHSA’s Center for Substance Abuse Prevention (CSAP) given by Frances M. · Shared ideas to help prevention tie resources together and to leverage them in the service of prevention,

· How to make prevention services real to others and what can prevention do to persuade their communities prevention is important, positive to mental health, and everyone has a role to play in prevention,
· What it’s going to take to make a bigger impact to decrease the amount of underage drinking that’s taking place in our nation.
