Freddie Landry distributed to each of the Commission members a copy of the Louisiana Behavioral Health Advisory Council’s (LBHAC) Report of the Committee on Planning that was held Monday, November 5, 2012.  Ms. Landry wanted to point out just how the LBHAC is reaching out to addictive disorders. Ms. Landry informed the Commission that she serves on the Advocacy and the Program and Services Committees within the LBHAC and has been a member of the committee for about one year.  She also reported to the Commission members that Kathleen Leary is no longer a member on the Houma Regional Advisory Council (RAC); she is now a member of the statewide LBHAC.

Members of the Commission were advised that LBHAC has two primary functions with the first being an advisor to OBH on how to spend the Block Grant Funds.  A major reason for members of the Commission to be become active member in the LBHAC is because there is about $25 million allocated to addictive disorders in the block grant and there is only $5 million allocated for mental health.  The Commission wants to make sure that Addictive Disorders does not lose any of it funding to other programs.  The second function of the LBHAC is advocacy, an advocate for behavioral health services and its clients.
Dr. Lief invited the Commission to a POW-WOW in Gonzales, Louisiana the coming weekend where he will be dancing within the ceremony.
C.
UPDATE ON LOUISIANA BEHAVORAL HEALTH PARTNERSHIP/MAGELLAN
The Commission members were updated on the Louisiana Behavioral Health Partnership/Magellan Health Service of Louisiana by Kenneth Saucier.  The Commission members were provided the following information:
· Clinical Advisor is still in the process of being modified to fit the needs of the clinics.
· A slight reduction in the number of provider request for TA by telephone is being realized.

· Noticeable progress is being made by the providers in the area of obtaining authorizations from Magellan.

· There appears to be a struggle with transitioning clients from one level of care to the next by providers.

· Magellan conducts weekly telephone conference calls with the providers and Office of Behavioral Health (OBH) staff on the Magellan billing process and billing concerns of the providers.
D.
ADRA/LASACT MONTHLY REPORT (OPTIONAL)
Marolon Mangham informed members of the Commission on the following topics:

· ICRC Meeting 
– Met with OBH’s representative Nancy Roach and Margaret Mitchell from Magellan of Louisiana on the certification for the Peer Specialist.  Ms. Mangham indicated that the Peer Specialist will be named Certified Peer Mentors.  There is currently a group of Peer Specialist that has a Certificate of Education completion.  LASACT would be able to provide this group with eight more hours of ethics and help them obtain the required experience; 500-hours/3-months, to help them be able to sit for the examination.
–
LASACT hopes to apply in April 2013 to be able to provide this credential in Louisiana and hopes the test will be available in July 2013.
· Proposed revisions to the CIT Guidelines

–
LASACT asked for comments, compiled the comments received, made recommendation to the revised CIT guidelines and then submitted them to the ADRA.  ADRA accepted LASACT’s recommendations and would be voting on this topic Friday, November 16, 2012.  Ms. Mangham reported not hearing any opposition to their recommendations.  Once the CIT has completed the 300-hours with the Certified Clinical Supervisor (CCS) physically observing them, then the burden goes to the CCS to say if the CIT is prepared to do any of the other eight more restrictive core functions:  counseling, referral, crisis management, etc. 
 –
The TAP 21 will also be incorporated into the program where the CCS will have to sign-off on each of the competencies and say how they have observed the CIT in that area.  All of the competencies will have to be signed-off in that domain or subject matter before the CIT can provide services in that core function.  The CCS or another qualified addiction counselor will have to be available in the building or by telephone for consultation in order for that CIT to provide that core function without the CCS being in the room with the CIT.
