I.
SERENITY PRAYER & ROLL CALL

Freddie Landry called the meeting to order and Kathleen Leary led the Commission members in a moment of silence followed by the Serenity Prayer.  Carol Foret conducted roll call.

II.
APPROVAL OF NOVEMBER 2012 MINUTES

Committee members were provided a draft copy of the minutes for the November 2012 meeting of the Louisiana Commission on Addictive Disorders.  Ms. Landry called for a motion to approve the November 2012 minutes.  Dr. Tom Lief made a motion to approve the minutes.  Lloyd Hernandez seconded the motion.  All were in favor, and the motion to approve the November 2012 meeting minutes passed.

OLD BUSINESS

A.
REPORT FROM THE OFFICE OF BEHAVIORAL HEALTH (OBH) – DR. ANTHONY SPEIER, OBH ASSISTANT SECRETARY AND DR. ROCHELLE DUNHAM
The Commission members were updated on the OBH by Dr. Anthony Speier and Dr. Rochelle Dunham.  The following information was shared with the members of the Commission:
· Change in the hospitals is the major initiative OBH has been involved with.

-- Signed a three (3) year agreement with St. Tammany Parish where OBH will convey the use of the South East Campus to them.
-- St. Tammany Parish signed an agreement with Radiant Health Care to operate 16 acute care beds, 22 adolescent beds and 20 DNP developmental neuro- psychiatric beds for adolescents.
--On January 2, 2013 the division of South East Hospital occurs.  All services provided at South East Hospital will still be available.
· River Oaks in New Orleans is very close to signing the cooperative endeavor agreement for eight (8) child beds, ages 7 -12.   
· Capital Area Human Services District (CAHSD) and Cenikor will train between 10 to 14 staff members in an evidenced based treatment model for individual’s ages 18 to 21.

--First year the staff will be taught the new evidence based model.
--Then the evidence based model will be shared with other programs.

Charlene Gradney gave the members of the Commission a brief update on the Access to Recovery (ATR) Program.

B.
UPDATE ON LOUISIANA BEHAVORAL HEALTH PARTNERSHIP/MAGELLAN

The Commission members were updated on the Louisiana Behavioral Health Partnership/Magellan Health Service of Louisiana.  The Commission members were provided the following information:
· Magellan of Louisiana, Inc. is now paying for room and board as well as treatment services for adults in drug and alcohol residential treatment facilities.
· Magellan has an “in lieu of” agreement with Medicaid to provide residential substance abuse treatment to those Medicaid enrollees ages 21 to 64 who are not otherwise qualified for residential substance abuse treatment.  This agreement was instituted to divert from more costly levels of care.  This agreement is consistent with a new strategy to place people in a more appropriate level of care, increase community base services, and reduce the utilization of the more costly levels of care such as hospitals.  This is a new strategy and it’s in the planning stage of implementation.
· By December 31, 2012, Magellan of Louisiana, Inc. is supposed to have completed deliverables that will certify Clinical Advisor (CA) as a functional system.   
· George McHugh reported concerns that were voiced to him from providers on the amount of outstanding payment they are owed from Magellan of Louisiana, Inc.   Dr. Rochelle Dunham responded by letting the Commission members know there are legitimate concerns for both the service providers and Magellan.  Service providers need to submit accurate and clean claims for payment and Magellan of Louisiana; Inc. needs to timely resolve CA issues and promptly process payments once issues are resolved.  It was again reiterated there is still a huge learning curve most of the service providers are faced with, learning to submit clean and accurate claims in order to be accurately and promptly paid.  
· Dr. Dunham informed the Commission there is a private provider who reports having no outstanding payments.  He verified all claims he’s submitted to Magellan of Louisiana, Inc. for payments has been accurately and promptly paid.  Dr. Dunham will contact this provider to see if he would offer technical assistant to service providers on how to submit clean and accurate claims through CA. 
· Dr. Rochelle Dunham informed the Commission members she will provide them with the following information regarding claims billed to Magellan of Louisiana, Inc. and payments processed by Magellan of Louisiana, Inc. monthly:

· Number of claims being billed,

· Number of claims paid out, and the

· Number of claims paid in total.
D.
ADRA/LASACT MONTHLY REPORT (OPTIONAL)
LaMiesa Bonton provided the Commission members with information on following topics:

· ADRA Update
--
ADRA is no longer located in the Bienville Building.  The agency officially moved in July 2012 to 4919 Jamestown Avenue, Suite 203, Baton Rouge, LA.  An open house was held November 2012 with another one scheduled for January 19, 2013.  
--
Guidelines for counselors in training (CIT) were revised and vetted.  ARDA is in the process of incorporating them into a rule change in regards to CIT eligibility requirements and maintenance requirements.  

· Major differences in the CIT guidelines:

· CITs must now complete 180 hours of specific to substance abuse training instead of 40,
· CITs must now complete 300 hours of supervised direct care training under the supervision of a Certified Clinical Supervisor (CCS) instead of 120 hours,
· CCS will now be held responsible for the CITs under their supervision.

· CCS must sign off on each of those competencies’ under a specific subject matter or domain before the CIT can operate without the CCS being present in the room.
· The CCS must be available for immediate assistance if needed by being either in the building or accessible by telephone.
· The TAP 21 will also be incorporated into the program where the CCS will have to sign-off on each of the competencies and say how they have observed the CIT in that area.  All of the competencies will have to be signed-off in that domain or subject matter before the CIT can provide services in that core function.  
· The CCS or another qualified addiction counselor will have to be available in the building or by telephone for consultation in order for that CIT to provide that core function without the CCS being in the room with the CIT.

ARDA has received a number of reported complaints on counselors regarding boundary issues.  ARDA is currently investigating approximate ten reported complaints with most of them being reported on counselors.

· Two of the complaints were fairly clear complains which resulted in license revocation.

· LaMiesa Bonton will be attending training in April 2013 on Complaints.

Freddie Landry reported being a member of the Prevention Subcommittee of the Greater New Orleans Drug Demand Reduction Coalition.  She had nothing further to report.

Kathleen Leary informed the Commission that she is no longer a member of the Houma LBHPC’s Regional Advisory Committee (RAC).  Ms. Leary reported now being a member of the statewide Louisiana Behavioral Health Planning Council (LBHPC) as a family member. She had nothing further to report.
