NEW BUISINES

a.
Report from Office of Behavioral Health (OBH) - Dr. Rochelle Dunham, OBH Secretary
· Licensure of Behavioral Health Facilities: 

Kenneth Saucier advised the LCAD members that the completion of the revised licensure guidelines of Behavioral Health Facilities has been moved back to February or March 2016 due to the tweaks being made.  Mr. Saucier went on to say that the Minimum Standards Requirements for Substance Abuse/Addiction Treatment Facilities/Programs are also being revised.

· Integration of Behavioral Health Services/Magellan Contract:  

Dr. Rochelle Dunham provided Commission members with a handout on Frequently Asked Questions (FAQ) on the Specialized Behavioral Health Integration with Bayou Health.  She also informed the Commission that a determination was made to negotiate a nine (9) month contract with Magellan of Louisiana, then services would be transitioned to the Bayou Health Program.  
Magellan of Louisiana’s contract was submitted to the Division of Administration (DOA), Office of Contractual Review (OCR) for approval.  The contract still requires a few more changes.  Secretary Cathy Kliebert has assigned Calder Lynch, Chief of Staff, to head up the transfer of services to ensure a smooth transition.

· Dr. Dunham made recommendations for Commission members to attend more Local Governing Entities (LGE) Board meetings and to become more active.
· Members of the Commission were reminded that the LCAD’s monthly meetings are scheduled for the second (2nd) Tuesday of each month.

· Kenneth Saucier will make arrangements to reserve Conference Room Number 173 on the first floor of the Bienville Building to hold future LCAD meetings.
