· Report from the Office of Behavioral Health (OBH) – Dr. Rochelle Dunham, OBH Secretary
· This agenda item was skipped until Dr. Rochelle Dunham joined the meeting by conference call at 1:30 p.m.
· Review House Bill (HB) 451- Provides Relative to Boards, Commissions, Authorities, Districts, and like Entities
· Present OBH staff had no comment on the outcome of the HB 451. Commission members were informed that Dr. Dunham would address their concerns when she joined the meeting at 1:30 p.m. by conference call.
· Commission members were disappointed of not being made aware the LCAD was being added to HB 451 for abolishment.  Commission members were also shocked to find out HB 451 passed abolishing the Commission without their knowledge, which lead to the statement they felt blindsided and intentionally targeted.  
· OBH staff tried to assure Commission members that OBH was also unaware the LCAD was a target for abolishment until after the fact.  Quinetta Womack reported Jennifer Katzman, OBH Legislative Liaison, received an inquire asking her to define the difference between the LCAD and ADRA and if the Commission members received a per diem as stated in the Louisiana Statue.  Ms. Womack assured Commission members OBH’s response explained that there was a huge difference between the two groups and that the Commission members has never accepted the $50 per diem they are entitled to receive.
· Commission members wanted to know which Senator made the motion to amend HB 451 that added the LCAD; OBH staff did not know this information.

· Before Dr. Dunham was able to join the meeting by conference call and had the ability to share her comments and concerns on the passage of HB 451, Commission members felt there was no reason to continue the meeting and a motion to adjourn the meeting was made.
