	I.  Serenity Prayer & Roll Call



Kathleen Leary called the meeting to order. Lloyd Hernandez led the Commission members and guests in the Serenity Prayer. Daryl Koerth conducted roll call.
	II.  Approval of March Minutes



The members of the Commission reviewed the March 2011 meeting minutes of the Louisiana Commission on Addictive Disorders. Freddie Landry called for a motion to approve the minutes. Tony Wick made a motion to approve the minutes, and Lloyd Hernandez seconded the motion. All were in favor, and the motion to approve the March 2011 meeting minutes passed.
	III.  ADRA and LASACT Monthly Report



Marolon Mangham gave the Commission a brief update on the status of ADRA and LASACT. According to Ms. Mangham, ADRA has posted a notice for the open position of the organization’s executive director. Due to posting the job opening, ADRA is currently receiving resumes. In addition, the organization is currently very busy with licensure/certification renewals: ADRA regulates approximately 1,600 certificates for more than 1,300 professionals statewide.

Ms. Mangham informed the Commission that the proposed Peer Recovery Support Specialist (PRSS) credential would require a law change. The change will most likely not occur during this year’s legislative session, but will still meet the required timeline. According to Ms. Mangham, the standards group is still meeting to develop the standards for this credential. Currently, the group is in development of the minimum IC & RC standards. They may adopt specific endorsements later. The Peer Recovery Support Specialist is a two-tiered credential: the first tier (I) serves in a capacity similar to a sponsor (a peer in recovery), while the second tier (II) plays more of a coaching role to individuals in achieving and sustaining recovery. According to Ms. Mangham, the Peer Recovery Support Specialist is considered a reimbursable service.

	IV.  New Business



Budget Comparison. George McHugh distributed a handout that compares the budget numbers for addictive disorders and mental health. He asked for an explanation of why the addictive disorders budget appears to have diminished since last fiscal year, while the mental health budget has expanded since last fiscal year. In response to his questions, David McCants distributed a handout of the agency’s FY 2012 Budget Update and proceeded to explain the differences between last fiscal year’s budget and this one, as well as changes to the budget for the coming fiscal year. The main differences, according to Mr. McCants, relate to situations such as monies that were traditionally transferred from OBH to the LGEs. Instead of this transfer, the monies are now being distributed directly to the LGEs, which shows as a reduction in the OBH budget. Other examples are the expansion in forensic services due to requirements recently imposed by the courts and preparations for the implementation of the Coordinated System of Care.

Comparison of People Served. Freddie Landry posed a question regarding a comparison of the number of people served and the number of addictive disorders staff last fiscal year versus the same numbers this fiscal year. Dr. Rochelle Head-Dunham, OBH Medical Director, gave a brief explanation of the correlation between the number of staff and the number of people served, including the trends associated with recent reductions in staff.

Core Technical Review. Dr. Dunham gave the Commission a brief update on the Core Technical Review’s Summary of Findings. She distributed a handout that covered the major points of the summary document, and asked to place this item on the agenda for the next meeting.
