	I.  Serenity Prayer & Roll Call



Freddie Landry called the meeting to order. Tom Lief led the Commission members and guests in the Serenity Prayer. Daryl Koerth conducted roll call.
	II.  Approval of May Minutes



The members of the Commission reviewed the May 2011 meeting minutes of the Louisiana Commission on Addictive Disorders. Tom Lief noted a change to his comments as noted in the minutes. Freddie Landry also requested that the minutes be amended to more accurately reflect her comments. Once the amendments to the May minutes were noted, Ms. Landry called for a motion to approve the May meeting minutes as amended. Tom Lief made a motion to approve the minutes as amended, and Tony Wick seconded the motion. All were in favor, and the motion to approve the May 2011 meeting minutes (as amended) passed.
	III.  New Business



ADRA/LASACT Monthly Report. Marolon Mangham gave the Commission a brief update on the annual LASACT Conference. The conference will be held July 24-27 at the Crown Plaza in Baton Rouge. The three-day event will focus on addressing workforce issues discussed by the Commission in earlier meetings, such as documentation. She also stated that the IC&RC meeting will be held in October this year, and that the Peer Recovery Support Specialist credential is on the table for vote during that meeting.


Ms. Mangham confirmed for the Commission that she is still the ADRA Acting Executive Director, although the organization’s board of directors has hired a new executive director to fill the position at the end of July. Ms. Landry inquired about the new executive director’s clinical credentials, and Ms. Mangham stated that the new executive director does not have any clinical credentials (licensure, certifications) – instead she has a Master of Public Administration degree. Ms. Landry stated that she does not agree with the decision to hire an executive director for ADRA that does not have clinical credentials, specifically in addiction. Ms. Landry asked who made the decision to hire the new executive director, and Ms. Mangham responded that the decision was made by ADRA’s board of directors. Ms. Landry and Tom Lief asked for a list of ADRA’s board of directors and their contact information. Ms. Mangham stated she would forward that list immediately following the meeting.


Legislation Update. Ms. Mangham gave the Commission an update on SB 268, which speaks to the scope of practice of the Licensed Professional Counselor (LPC) credential. She stated that the bill passed without amendments to include addiction competency requirements. Ms. Mangham stated that she shares the Commission’s concerns about the implications of this legislation, and that she feels strongly about the importance of demonstrating addiction competency before treating addiction. She also noted that HCR 16, which calls for a study of the impact of addiction on the State of Louisiana, passed the House of Representatives floor with amendments, then passed the Senate Committee, but still needs to pass the Senate floor.

Dr. Rochelle Head-Dunham, OBH Medical Director, gave the Commission a brief update on Representative Labruzzo’s proposed legislation. The legislation calls for drug testing of persons who receive public assistance. According to Dr. Dunham, Rep. Labruzzo recently produced three persons to testify that they had sold their food stamp cards for drugs. However, food stamps are part of a separate program from the FITAP/TANF population the legislation targets. Dr. Dunham also noted that the current drug testing conducted by OBH already captures at least the 6% national average via administration of the DAST and ASI assessment tools.

Strategic Prevention Framework State Prevention Enhancement Grant. Dr. Leslie Brougham-Freeman, OBH Director of Prevention Services, provided the Commission with handouts about a new federal grant program to which OBH Prevention has applied. The Strategic Prevention Framework – State Prevention Enhancement (SPF-SPE) grants include portions to help state regions and districts develop a strategic plan to guide the administration and advancement of prevention services. Dr. Freeman stated that even if OBH Prevention is not selected to participate in the grant program, it is the goal of OBH Prevention to guide the regions and districts of the state in developing their own strategic plans for prevention services.

Tom Lief asked if these strategic plans will be sensitive to cultural differences, and emphasized the importance of sensitivity to differences between communities. Dr. Freeman responded that cultural competency is critical to the effectiveness of prevention services, and will certainly be included in the strategic planning process. Ms. Landry stated that it is good OBH will now include the regions and districts that didn’t get to participate in the SPF grant the first time. Dr. Freeman explained that a high point of the strategic planning process will be the inclusion of environmental prevention strategies, in addition to primary (school-based) prevention strategies.

Dr. Freeman informed the Commission that at present there is discussion about “carving out” the SAPT Block Grant prevention funds to make them competitive funds. Ms. Landry stated that she has concerns about making those prevention funds discretionary and competitive. Dr. Dunham noted that NASADAD’s official position on this issue is opposition to making prevention funds discretionary and competitive, specifically because this funding strategy makes the state addiction systems less stable.


Caring Communities Youth Survey Review. Bill Blanchard, a program manager in OBH Prevention, distributed handouts containing data and explanatory information from the Caring Communities Youth Survey. He briefly presented and reviewed the information with the Commission, and gave them an explanation of where they could find more information. The handouts distributed to the Commission by Mr. Blanchard will be appended to the Commission’s meeting records, per protocol.
	IV.  Next Commission Meeting



The next meeting of the Louisiana Commission on Addictive Disorders was discussed, and the date, time, and location were set. The next meeting will take place in Baton Rouge, at OBH Headquarters, from 1:00 p.m. to 3:00 p.m., on Tuesday, July 12, 2011.
