Meeting Notes: 

1) DHH-OPH Bureau of Family Health – Regional MCH Coordinators

· Annelle Tanner (Region 6 MCH Coordinator) provided a brief overview of the roles and functions of the Regional MCH Coordinators in reviewing stillbirths and infant deaths via regional Case Review Teams and subsequently forwarding recommendations from that team to the regional Community Action Teams. 

· Members discussed the Perinatal Commission’s role in weighing in on cases and on regional recommendations that are elevated to them from the regional level. 

· The Perinatal Commission requests to weigh-in on findings from the Title V MCH Block Grant -Needs Assessment that is being conducted in 2015 by the Bureau of Family Health.  
2) Neonatal Abstinence Syndrome (NAS)
· The Commission will continue to explore and determine the extent of the problem in Louisiana. 

· Members will to continue to work on action items identified in the Aug 14, 2014 meeting and report back to the group at the next meeting. 
· Another meeting for the NAS workgroup to discuss data, research and best practices was scheduled for Oct 16th (teleconference) 

· At the next open meeting on Nov 13th, members will review findings and begin targeted discussion about options for action. 
3) Louisiana DHH Medicaid
· Members requested that they be provided a “grid” of upcoming relevant policy or practice issues (with timeframes) that are forthcoming on the Louisiana Medicaid agenda, in order to work these into the Perinatal Commission’s workflow. Karis Schoellmann will request from Medicaid. 
· As a follow-up to Medicaid’s request for the Commission to make recommendations about non-invasive fetal testing, Dr. Accardo will provide CPT codes for neonatal testing in order to construct an algorithm about cost reimbursement and provide recommendations.

· Members will continue to pursue and formalize a formal, structured relationship between Medicaid and the Commission, potentially in part via representation of the Commission on the Medicaid Quality Committee as a member of the committee. Karis Schoellmann will reach out to Medicaid. 
· Along with other regular and proactive reports, the Commission would like reports on the length of time it takes to be approved for Medicaid enrollment for pregnant women, and CQI measures in place to improve timeliness of enrollment. Karis Schoellmann will request. 
4) Proposed Operating Guidelines

· Members reviewed a first draft of proposed Operating Guidelines, and discussed specific content to be added. The document will be updated and sent out to commission members for review. 

5) Perinatal Commission Membership
· Dr. Robichaux has stepped down from the position of Chair. Members requested that Dr. Barrileaux be asked to serve as interim chair. Karis Schoellmann will reach out to Dr. Barrileaux. 
· The Commission reviewed membership and vacancies. An e-mail will be sent to members, listing out the vacancies, and requesting that members recommend potential candidates.
